Documents for Review
Bob Harry distributed several documents for review and comments by the members.  All comment should be forwarded to Frank Martin, Dan Aiken, or Bob Harry as soon as possible. Richard Price suggested that the legal team reviews all comments as they are received and sort them out into categories: legal issue, tribal issue policy issues, etc.  This will speed up the process and allow the inclusion of the comments in the second draft in a timely and complete manner.

· Document 1A:  IHS HIPAA Security Checklist. 4 pages. This document was prepared by Dan Aiken
· Document 1B:  IHS HIPAA Privacy Checklist. 3 pages.  This document was prepared by Mr. Tibbitts, from a 121 page printed document. Bob Harry asked Godwin, Steve Lopez and Angela Kaigen to review the document.  It might be necessary for a smaller group to meet before the July Technical Fair meeting, to discuss the comments.

· Document 1C:  IHS HIPAA Transactions and Codes Checklist (CHS).  This document is in two formats: a 4-page matrix (prepared by Elmer Brewster) as well a 2-page list.  The list is the preferred format. Brenda Jeanotte will review the document.

· Document 1D:  IHS HIPAA Transactions Checklist. 2-page document.

· Document 4 :  HIPAA and the Indian Healthcare System Memorandum. This is a memo prepared by Bob Harry to be distributed to all Service Unit Directors and all IHS employees to make them aware of HIPAA and its importance  and of various HIPAA related presentations at the July 10-11 Technical Fair.

· Document 7:  HIPAA and the Indian Healthcare System. This 6-page document will be forwarded to “The Provider” for publication.  It describes the importance of HIPAA as well as its impact on IHS HealthCare System as well as IHS effort to assure HIPAA implementation and compliance.

Tribal Participation 
Godwin Odia said that two tribes, Kickapoo of Oklahoma and Klamath of Oregon, are interested in actively participating the drafting of the IHS HIPAA guidelines, checklists, etc.  This was well received by all members.

July Technical Conference Preparations
Bob Harry suggested that the HIPAA group should present the checklists described above at the July Technical Fair with the intent of at least putting the issues on the table for further discussions.  This is a short deadline and would require sustained effort from the members for the next couple of weeks.
Details regarding the HIPAA presentations need to be ironed out (e.g.: guest speakers schedule, panel members, breakout sessions, etc.)  A second meeting was scheduled for June 19, 2001 at 11:00 AM in conference room 5A-21 (Dick Church’s shop). Also travel funding needs to be clarified

Tentative Meeting with I/T/U Field Representatives – This meeting will continue the discussions on HIPAA issues as they progress and more comments are received.  The meeting will be scheduled late October or early November 2001.

Cost for HIPAA Implementation
No firm figures are available yet.  The process is extremely complex and it involves many components such as: new hardware, software upgrades/updates, programming, training, policy writing, legal opinions, administrative support, etc.  The group is encouraged to think about cost and put some numbers together.
