1.  GENERAL INFORMATION

    a)  Make a copy of this distribution for off-line storage.

    b)  Print all notes/readme files.

    c)  A backup of the RPMS database is not required for this patch. 

2.  CONTENTS OF DISTRIBUTION

    c) Change List

1) Vital Measurement Data Entry - Future dates may no longer be selected.

2) Lab Result Viewer - Current test selection is now preserved when changing the date range.

3) Order Entry - Start and stop times are now handled correctly in restraint orders.

4) Problem List - Fixed problem with some ICD9 codes changing to .9999 after editing an existing problem.

5) Encounter Context - Encounter selection dialog now correctly highlights the current user in the provider list.

6) Notifications - Notifications of type "Completed consult available for additional signature" are now handled correctly.

7) VPOV and Problem List - Entry of an imprecise date is now allowed when documenting a historical entry.

8) Patient Education - Learning factors now correctly appear in the Add Patient Education dialog.

9) VPOV and Patient Education - Removed education topic from refusal tabs. All patient education refusals must be entered through the patient education data entry dialog to ensure capture of all relevant data.

10) Problem List - The ability to select multiple entries has been restored.

11) Immunizations - Lookup of facility location when creating an historical entry now works correctly when enter key is pressed.

12) CPRS Problem List - This component is removed in this release as it is no longer supported.  Any references to this component in existing templates are replaced by the RPMS problem list component.

13) Vital Measurements - The service-, location-, and class-level settings for the BEHOVM TEMPLATE, BEHOVM DEFAULT UNITS, and BEHOVM VITAL LIST parameters are now honored.

14) Visual Interface Manager - The splitter pane controls are now properly resized when the application window is maximized and restored.

15) Vital Measurements - When the Vital Measurement Entry component is present in the environment and the Enter Vitals button is clicked from the vitals graphing dialog, the data entry form is now presented as a modal dialog.

16) Pharmacy Education - When the time edit box receives input focus, any existing value is selected so that any typing will completely overwrite it.

17) VCPT - The BGO ENABLE CHARGEMASTER ENTRY menu option has been disabled in this release and should not be used.  This feature will be more fully implemented in a future release.

18) Medication Management and Order Entry - Column settings that are saved by the user are now preserved across workstations.

19) Problem List - Date of onset is now carried over when copying a problem entry to the visit diagnosis.

20) Progress Notes - Printing multiple copies of a progress note to an RPMS printer now works correctly.  Previously, only one copy was printed regardless of how many were requested.

21) Immunizations - Adding an immunization to an existing historical visit now works correctly.

22) Report Options - Changing start and stop dates for reports now works correctly.

23) Patient Education - The picklist query function now produces the correct results.

24) Order Entry - Refreshing the order list now works correctly.

25) Medication Management - Changing the chronic medication status of an unsigned medication order now works correctly.

26) Problem List and POV History - The Change Primary Provider dialog is now presented when adding a POV from either of these components.

27) Problem List - The component now restores the default filter setting when changing patients.  Also, the default filter setting may now be set from the popup menu.

28) Problem List - Alternate shading of grid rows now works correctly when a filter is applied.

29) E&M Coding - The BGO E&M SUPPRESS ER CODES parameter setting is now honored.

30) Order Entry - When using a quick med order with complex as the default, the drop down list of the dosage combo box is now properly initialized.

31) Reminders - Comments entered in the comments field of a patient education reminder dialog are now properly stored.

32) Reminders - In reminder dialogs that use the date combo, the values for the month and day portions are now correctly initialized.

33) Reminders - The calendar control in a reminder dialog now initializes to the correct year when the Today button is clicked.

34) Reminders - Populating a skin test result from a reminder dialog now works correctly.

35) Reminders - Unit conversions are now handled properly in reminder dialogs when the default units have been overridden by parameter.

36) Chief Complaint - Chief complaint entries may now be made on in-hospital visits.

37) BGO Suite - Standard keyboard shortcuts for the clipboard are now honored in all word-processing fields.

38) Patient Education - Fixed spurious error message stating that an active visit was not selected when attempting to edit an existing entry.

39) Order Entry - ICD9 codes are now captured when selecting a clinical indicator for a lab test.

40) Order Entry - Order check dialogs now use colored icons to represent severity levels.

41) Order Entry - Order check dialog presented upon electronic signature now uses checkboxes to indicate which orders are to be cancelled.

42) Adverse Reaction Data Entry - This is a new component that may be invoked from the adverse reaction cover sheet popup menu.  It permits authorized users to enter and/or verify adverse reaction information.

43) Reminders - Reminder dialogs now correctly restrict lot numbers to only those that are active and appropriate for the selected vaccine.

44) Order Entry - Click the No button on the Formulary Alternatives dialog now closes the form.

45) CWAD - This component now supports the display of patient record flags.

46) Framework - Case-sensitive verify code support has been added to this release.  This feature will rely on a future Kernel patch and will be controlled by parameter.

47) Framework - Password prompts now use a more secure technique to prevent possible compromise by password skimming software.

48) Framework - Fixed problem with "error accessing the OLE registry" error that can be seen when the user does not have registry write permissions and multiple versions of the EHR application exist on the same workstation.

49) Order Entry - The BEHORX MAX DAYS SUPPLY parameter that was inadvertently omitted from previous builds has been included in this build.

50) Historical Procedures - Errors encountered when adding and deleting ICD procedures have been remedied.

51) Historical Procedures - Automatic refresh logic has been corrected.

52) QO Wizard - Medication order dialogs now display correctly.

53) QO Wizard - Editing an order dialog with a null patient context no longer produces an error message regarding order checking availability.

54) VPOV and POV History - Adding an entry to the problem list preserves the date of onset.

55) Dictation - Option BEHODC BATCH NOTE UPLOAD had an incorrect entry point. This has been corrected.

56) Dictation - Option CIAOTIU BATCH NOTE UPLOAD has been removed in this release.  It has been replaced by BEHODC BATCH NOTE UPLOAD.

57) Vital Measurements - Added support for several new vital types.

58) Triage Summary - Limit decimal places to 4 digits for vital types.

59) Pick List Queries - Pick list query dialogs now preserve date settings after a lookup operation on other search criteria.

60) Visit Creation - Fixed bug where visits created for hospital locations used the default institution rather than the institution associated with the location.

61) Medication Management - Fixed bug in process medications dialog where some dialog elements appeared to be enabled, but were not.

62) Medication Management - Fixed bug where attempting to discontinue an expired script generated an error.

63) Problem List - Fixed bug where an id already in use error occurred when saving an edit where the same problem sequence number appeared in a problem from another medical center division.

64) Reports - Fixed incorrect provider list in brief visit summary report.

65) Reports - Fixed truncation of long chief complaint entries in visit summary report.

66) Order Entry - Fixed problem with dosage routes and administration schedules not being properly validated for medication orders.

67) ICD Picklist - Management dialog now correctly adds a duplicate entry after prompting the user for confirmation.

68) Reminders - Fixed access violation error that occurred when a reminder dialog generated an order request and no encounter context was set.

69) Orders - Order Menu Style parameter now honored.  Order mnemonics are now correctly suppressed.

70) Orders - Order menu caption colors now reflect system settings.  Previously the caption color scheme could render the caption text unreadable.

71) Superbill - Pick list text now stored as narrative in VCPT file rather than CPT code text.

72) Immunizations - CPT administration codes are now correct for patients under the age of 8.

73) Immunizations - CPT code for syringe now generated for all injectable vaccinations.

74) Skin Tests - CPT administration code is now correct for skin test.

75) Skin Tests - CPT code for syringe now generated for all skin tests.

76) Historical Services - Fixed <UNDEFINED>ARRAY+13^BGOVCPT error seen with certain view filters (e.g., Surgical).
77) Personal Health - Exam lookup for refusals no longer shows inactive exams.

78) Consult Tracking - Fixed access violation upon selecting Edit/Resubmit menu option.

79) Notes - Removed close window button from title bar of reminder and template dialogs to prevent inadvertent closure and loss of data.

80) Patient Education - Fixed run-time error on Education Topic Selection dialog when clicking on blank area of POV list box under Disease & Topic Entry.

81) Reminders - Imbedded prompts in dialog text associated with a reminder now correctly populate the note text when using the Next/Previous buttons.

82) Reminders - Fixed occasional access violations when using the Next/Previous buttons to process multiple reminders.

83) Orders - Clinical indicator narrative for lab orders is now correctly limited to a maximum of 80 characters in length.

84) E&M Coding - Replaced proprietary icon.

85) Pick Lists - Management dialogs for each pick list type (CPT, ICD, and patient education) had a bug where the pick list dropdown box did not get updated after deleting all pick lists and then cancelling the dialog asking if the user wants to add a new pick list.  Subsequently selecting one of these entries from the dropdown box would generate an error.

86) Patient Selection - Printing a patient detail report from the patient selection dialog on a patient other than the active patient no longer displays a header for the wrong patient.

b)  VA FileMan v22.0 or later

c)  Cache v5.0 or later

d)  EHR v1.1

e)  AUPN*99.1*18 (optional - enables entry of inexact date of onset for POV)

f)  AUPN*99.1*18 (optional - enables entry of new vital measurement types)

g)  LR*5.2*1022 (optional - enables clinical indicator prompt for lab orders)

4.  INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

      a)  Self-Extracting Archive

1) Execute the self-extracting archive (ehr_0110.01.exe) on the server where the RPMS-EHR shared folder resides.

2) When prompted for the installation folder, enter the full path to the shared folder where your bin and lib folders reside for the installation being updated.  Do not alter the settings of any checkboxes on this dialog.

3) Click the Unzip button to proceed with the extraction of compressed files.

4) When prompted, update any ini file settings if necessary and click OK.  The VueCentric ini file will be updated with the new settings.

      b)  KIDS Distribution

1) Load the distribution (ehr_0110.01k) into KIDS using option 1 on the KIDS Installation menu.  

2) Verify the load using option 2 on the KIDS Installation Menu

3) Consider using the options 3 and 4 on the KIDS Installation Menu to print and compare the transport.

4) Install the distribution using option 6 on the KIDS Installation Menu.
