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ECC Initiative

A Baseline Assessment is often the first step in any planning or design process to identify and address the needs of a community.  A baseline assessment or sometimes referred to as a “needs assessment” is used to design interventions to close the gap between current conditions (only 10% of 0-2 year olds are accessing dental) and desired conditions (goal that 25% of 0-2 year olds are accessing dental).

In order to address the ECC Initiative we first need to see where we are already.  Gather some local data to assess your facilities needs.
