Some Common Myths About Spaying and Neutering





"My pet will get fat and lazy"  -  Pets get fat and lazy when owners feed them too much and don't give them enough exercise.


"It's best to have one litter first"  -  In fact just the opposite is true.  Evidence shows that females spayed before their first heat are often healthier.


"My pet shouldn't be spayed/neutered because it is a purebred"  -  So are more than 25% of pets brought to animal shelters.


"My dog won't be protective anymore"  -  Spaying or neutering a dog does not affect a dog's natural instinct to protect its home.


"I don't want my dog or cat to feel like less of a male"  -  Pets don't have any concept of sexual identity or ego.  Neutering will not change his basic personality.
