1. YRTC Updates:

a. Ah-No-Ven Home: Andrea Martel reported the program has two residents with one being discharged in December. They have three girls coming in next week and two on the waiting list. They continue to receive referrals from Northern California. They interviewed two individuals who have residential care and substance abuse counseling experience for Residential Assistant positions. They continue to look for an LCSW. The need for family counseling was discussed. Recommendations were made including having weekend events, having referring counselor/therapist go with the family to the group home to do family counseling along with the program therapist on a monthly or regular basis, request risk pool funds to assist in cost of travel for the family to participate, and if phone is used then have referring family therapist/counselor present with family during phone call with youth and their therapist/counselor. 
b. Willow Lodge: Rose Weahkee reported that James Ward received a package from Willow Lodge and was told it contained everything he needed to submit their licensing application to the Community Care Licensing Division. James said he would review the documents and update Rose. 
 
c. Yuki Trails: James Russ informed Rose Weahkee that he would not be able to participate due to another meeting. Rose Weahkee will follow-up with Brian Leedy after the conference call for an update.

YRTC Development Update: Rose Weahkee reported the California Area Indian Health Service (CAIHS) provided an update on the Youth Regional Treatment Center (YRTC) initiative and a description of the youth treatment continuum of care to the California Area Tribal Advisory Committee (CATAC) on October 24, 2007, in Oroville, CA. After the meeting, the CATAC visited the Bangor property. The CATAC is scheduled to have a meeting on December 4, 2007 in Southern California and will visit the Hemet property.
