1. YRTC Updates:

a. Willow Lodge: There was no one from Willow Lodge on the conference call. Willow Lodge staff has been providing Rose Clark with monthly updates. Rose Clark also received a message from James Ward indicating he was waiting for final application materials to be sent to him and was hoping to submit the application package by the end of this week.
b. Ah-No-Ven Home: Andrea Martel introduced herself. She is a member of the Cree Nation from Canada. She has a master’s in counseling psychology and 12 years experience in social services providing counseling. She has lived in California for 9 months and began her current position as Group Home Administrator in May 2007. Monique Smith reported that Ah No Ven has made cosmetic improvements to the home. They have several position openings including an LCSW and residential assistants. They have four girls and two bed openings. They have received three phone calls for placements. They have one girl who will be discharged this month. 
c. Yuki Trails: Brian Leedy reported they are at capacity with 7 boys and they have 4 on their waiting list. All 7 boys are on the football team at the high school. The Community Care Licensing Division (CCLD) issued the program a permanent license. The program plans to increase its capacity to 10 which has been approved by CCLD. Brian Leedy will ensure that the staff and program are ready for the increase in beds. The program has received many calls from Northern California tribes for placements. James Russ reported that he has contacted Karen Nichols at the IHS/CAO to implement the scope of work he has been working on with Rose Clark for the group home. Rose Clark will follow-up with Karen Nichols to make sure that it is moving forward.
2. YRTC Development Update: The California Area Indian Health Service (CAIHS) has met with Lake County officials and owner regarding Nice Property in Northern California. Lake County officials reported that there would need to be a pre-application meeting with County officials from departments that may be impacted by YRTC development. In addition, approximately 200 residents in surrounding properties would need to be notified. CAIHS continues to work on top ranked sites in Northern and Southern California. The Trinity Anza site is not a viable option for many of the reasons stated in the letter to tribal leaders.
3. Report of YRTC Budget Expenditures: The Risk Pool funds have been expended in full.
4. Cases for Review: None.
5. New Issues: Andy Cantrell asked if other programs have had placement issues with the Wemble House. No one has had issues. He reported that he has a female who was to be placed at the Wemble House this past Tuesday but then was told that they were unable to place her and she needed to wait for 30 days. Andy Cantrell will make attempts to contact Wemble House to resolve the issue and if she is not able to be placed right away, he will seek an alternative placement. Rose Clark requested that he inform her of the outcome.
8. Future Meetings: The next meeting will be a teleconference call on October 11, 2007 at 10:30 AM.
