Documenting IPV/DV Screening In
RPMS

e Screening results are recorded as an “exam”

* Providers and Data Entry need to communicate
about documentation of screening results

— Providers need to know how and where to record
results on the PCC Encounter Form

— DE needs to know where to look for documentation
and how to record in RPMS
e Only date of screen and provider initials — not
result of screen — appear on Health Summary
for reasons of patient safety

Documenting IPV/DV Screening In
RPMS (cont’d)

e Allowable Results of IPV/DV Screen

— Negative: Patient denies being a current or
past victim of DV

— Present: Patient admits to being current
victim of DV

— Past: Patient denies being a current victim,
but admits being a past victim of DV




Documenting IPV/DV Screening In
RPMS (cont’d)

e Unsuccessful attempts to screen should
also be recorded

— Refused (REF)
 Patient declined exam/screen

— Unable to screen (UAS)

e Acceptable reasons for UAS
— Partner present
— Verbal child present
