Position Summary: 
Provides medical and health care for ambulatory patients, emergency cases, individuals 
and families. Provides diagnostic, preventive, and therapeutic health services to patients 
and family members in a primary care facility under guidance of a physician. Performs or 
requests special screening and developmental tests and laboratory tests and interprets the 
results. Makes decisions concerning medical care needs of patents with physicians. 
Provides full range ofemergency services or crisis intervention including life saving 
emergency procedures. Evaluates the medical aspects of treatment plans periodically 
recognizing the need for reassessment by a physician or other health professional. 



Duties and Responsibilities: 

1.	 Interview patients and family members and consults with attending physicians, and 
other staff members to determine and evaluate the kind of health and physical care 
required. 

2.	 Reviews and interprets findings to distinguish between normal and abnormal 
condition during patient screening-triage. 

3.	 Carries out treatment and emergencies or other procedures required, administer 
medications, observe and document patient's conditions, changes reactions to 
medications and medical treatment. 

4.	 Provides guidance and counseling to patients and families on prevention, curative 
and rehabilitative measure involving health care. 

5.	 Maintain records and reports on patients, program activities, and other related 
information. 

6.	 Telephone triage of urgent and same day appointments. 

7.	 Other duties as assigned. 

Minimum Qualifications: 

A.	 A broad background ofknowledge of the medical environment, practices, and procedures 
such as would be acquired by a bachelor's degree in a health care occupation such as 
nursing, medical technology, or physical therapy. Or by 3 years of responsibility and 
progressive health care experience such as medical corpsman, nursing assistant, or 
medical technicians; 

B.	 successful completion of a certificate or diploma program ofat least 12 months, including 
clinical training or preceptorship, specifically designated for professional-caliber 
physician's assists that provided the knowledge and ability required to take a detailed 
medical history, to conduct a physical examination, to follow observation procedures, to 
order and perform diagnostic and therapeutic tasks, and to exercise a degree ofjudgment 
in integrating and interpreting findings on the basis of general medical knowledge, or 
equivalent education and training. OR Successful completion of a full 4-year program for 
physician assistants leading to a bachelor's degree. 

C.	 Demonstrated ability to plan, organize, and carryout nursing activities In a clinical 
setting. 

D.	 Able to work effectively with individuals and/or families to assist them in satisfactory 
solution(s) to health relationships with others. 

E.	 Ability to analyze situations accurately and take effective action.
