METHAMPHETAMINE Activities in Indian Country
Tucson Area:

Pascua Yaqui Tribe hosted a 2 day Healthy Native Families: Methamphetamine, HIV/AIDS, and Suicide Prevention Wellness Conference August 18, 19, 2005.
Pascua Yaqui Tribe in conjunction with the University of Arizona has a $1,050,000 SAMHSA CSAP Grant to address prevention of substance abuse focusing on inhalants, methamphetamine and alcohol abuse.

Oklahoma Area:

The only METH specific program, Indian Health Service, Tribal and Urban was with the Cherokee Nation.  All other programs stated that they had services they provided but it was to all substance abusers and not just METH. 

1. The Cherokee Nation has a Multi-Disciplinary Task Force that looks at prevention as well as rehab and education.  The federal dollars are in the form of two full time Counselors at $100, 000 and one part time at $30,000 from Substance Abuse funds that were acquired from the Stephens Substance Abuse dollars.

2. Rehab/treatment is covered by the Cherokee Nation by a $55,000 grant from Gaming.  The Cherokee Nation also offers $500,000 from their general funds to provide an operating budget for the Task Force which includes primary community coalition building and educational activities.  The CN has also set aside $10,000 for a Conference on METH for the coming year.

3. The Cherokee Nation utilization of Substance Abuse funds is the only program in Oklahoma targeting METH specifically.

4. The Cherokee Nations program is still new and did not share what criteria they used to determine the recipients of assistance.

5. Cherokee Nation Program is still new and they have not shared any outcomes from their program.
6. Choctaw Nation had a three year SAMHSA Target Capacity Expansion grant to treat women with children who used METH.  We got $499,942 each year. We served 103 clients during the three years. 48 clients graduated from the program before the end of the grant and there were 8 clients still in treatment.
Aberdeen Area:

FY05.

1. $68,000 for Training and speakers (this includes travel for Area Office staff to provide community awareness programs)
2. $3,250 for materials, pamphlets, books and videotapes

For FY06 we have the following projected:

1. $35,065 for phase one of a cultural specific methamphetamine awareness campaign-$65,000 is still needed to finish this project.
2. $15,000 for Methamphetamine and gangs training
3. $1,200 for travel of Area staff to provide community awareness training

Billings Area:

The Billings Area has been assisted by the SAMHSA-funded Methamphetamine Treatment Project since 1998, when methamphetamine first became a crisis on some of our reservations. Training in the Matrix model of cognitive behavioral treatment for stimulant use disorders was provided on the Fort Peck and Blackfeet reservations, and in Great Falls and Billings.

 

1. Training on Motivational Enhancement was provided to Tribal and Bureau of Indian Affairs staff.
2. The Methamphetamine Task Force met monthly to foster communication among the Tribal and Urban Indian programs as well as non-Indian agencies.
3. In 2005, the Billings Area Behavioral Health Program developed a four-step model of the process of recovery from methamphetamine which is evidence-based, and is implementing this in Montana and Wyoming.
4. Motivational enhancement, Matrix Model training to Tribal and Urban Indian health professionals.
5. RPMS Chemical Dependency MIS outcome study showed a Reduction in Arrests after intervention.
 
Phoenix Area:

Area Methamphetamine Initiative Activities FY 2005
· Federal expenditures = $270,110

Conferences:
· One day Integrated Behavioral Health Conference dedicated to the methamphetamine issues.  Topics included an overview of meth, environmental concerns, prevention and treatment intervention, Matrix Model, Social/Family impact.

· Two and a half day Health Summit on methamphetamines in partnership with SAMHSA.  Consisted of plenary speakers, workshops specifically that addressed methamphetamines from the Federal, State, Local, and Tribal entities.  Approximately 500 participants from Phoenix Area States (AZ, NV.,UT) and out of Area states i.e. New Mexico, Washington, Oregon

Presentations:

· ITCA Annual Conference on Aging, Tucson, Az.  Area A/SAP Director and Social Work Consultant gave a methamphetamine presentation at two conference sessions to tribal elders from across the State of Arizona. (80 + receptive audience at each session)

· ITCA Elder Caregivers Quarterly Meeting, Phoenix.  A/SAP Director and Social Work Consultant gave a methamphetamine presentation to approximately 30 Tribal Program caregivers.

Treatment Curriculum/Treatment:

· Intensive Out-Patient Alcohol and Drug Treatment Manual.  This is a complete manual that gives a step by step treatment curriculum for methamphetamine addicts with an accompanying “Clinician’s Guide to Methamphetamine.” 
· This will be purchased for the I/T/U substance abuse and/or behavioral health programs in the Phoenix Area.
· The A/SAP Director will follow up with these programs for technical assistance and/or training to utilize the manual.
· The manual is based on the MATRIX MODEL that is proven effective in the treatment of methamphetamine addicts.

· Methamphetamine issues are being treated at our Residential Treatment Center. (Desert Visions)
· Approximately 90% of the clients (youth and female) referred to tx under the Area tx pool funds have a meth diagnosis

Community Readiness Assessment:
· Purpose is to determine extend a community is adequately prepared to implement a substance abuse prevention and/or treatment program for methamphetamine.

· Important that a community have the support and commitment of its members and the needed resources to implement an effective prevention and/or treatment effort to address the methamphetamine problem.

· A contract is being developed to conduct the community readiness assessment for eight Phoenix Area programs in regards to the methamphetamine problem.

· Once the readiness level is determined, the contractor will provide training on the stages of readiness and assist with the development of a strategic plan to address the methamphetamine problem for each community. 

Navajo Area:

· Training in the Matrix model of cognitive behavioral treatment for stimulant use disorders ($80,000)
· There is no specific set aside funds for Methamphetamines. Education is provided as a prevention activity for the most part; however no treatment service funds are earmarked and allocated.

· Continued formation of Community Task Forces. 
· The Navajo Nation Council recently passed a legislation prohibiting the manufacturing, distribution, sales, possession, and use of Methamphetamines.

· METHAMPHETAMINE ON THE NAVAJO NATION ‘G’  (film)
This powerful one-hour documentary examines the effect of crystal Methamphetamine use on the Navajo Nation and exposes the viewer to the shattered lives of those affected by the highly addictive drug. Throughout the film, candid interviewers of Navajo Meth addicts as well as individuals in recovery reveal insight into the emotions, sacrifices and life altering impact of the drug.
