Was the first business incubated by The American Indian Prevention Coalition Inc. in 2000.  NDNS4Wellness began developing comprehensive youth and family services.  These include PREVENTION, INTERVENTION, TREATMENT and CONTINUING CARE.  AIPC and NDNS4Wellness developed the Circle of Health programs model.  The four components of the model include- youth development, family strengthening, life skills, cultural restoration.  This model has been evaluated for the past five years and is proving its effectiveness in demonstrated outcomes for participating youth which include- reductions in violence, sexual promiscuity, alcohol and other drug use/abuse, suicide and academic failure.  Youth demonstrate increased pro-social/cultural norms and estranged families have reunited and demonstrated a commitment to health and positive relationships.
