Suggested Logic for RPMS search on Methamphetamine Related Disorders
Parameters:

· MH/SS 2.0 Export (not advisable to use BHS v3.0 patch 4 export as this new export was just released and the codes have changed)
· Suggest also pulling from PCC exports because 1)many patients use methamphetamines will be seen only by primary care providers and 2) not all MH/SS data will pass to PCC

· Data Range:  FY 2001, 2002, 2003, 2004

Amphetamine (or Amphetamine-Like) Related Disorders:
The class of amphetamine and amphetamine-like substances includes all substances with a substituted-phenylethylamine structure, such as amphetamine, dextroamphetamine, and methamphetamine (“speed”).  Also included are those substances that are structurally different but also have amphetamine-like action, such as methylphenidate or agents used as appetite suppressants (“diet pills”).  This is a partial definition of amphetamine related disorders as it appears in the DSM IV-TR.  It includes all methods of ingestion including intravenously, orally, nasal route – “snorting”, “ice”, and “crack”.
