ASCCP Test
At the conclusion of the refresher course 
(April 7th), a Colposcopy Profi ciency Exam 
sponsored by the American Society for Col-
poscopy and Cervical Pathology (ASCCP) will 
be offered. Participation is open to those who 
have completed their preceptorship. The exam 
includes multiple choice questions testing cog-
nitive knowledge and slide-based questions of 
colposcopic fi ndings and diagnosis. The test is 
an evaluation of basic colposcopic competence. 
Upon achieving a passing grade, the colposco-
pist will be awarded a certifi cate of colposcopic 
profi ciency by the ASCCP.

Why take the test?
� Self Assessment.
� Recognition by national colposcopy society.
� Those who pass the test and complete the IHS 

Colposcopy Program  will be recommended for 
unrestricted colposcopy privileges.
� Those who pass and complete a preceptorship 

of at least 25 exams, three or more of which have 
been high grade may be eligible to serve as men-
tors in the ASCCP Mentorship Program.  Those 
who wish to be IHS preceptors are encouraged to 
participate.

Does the test cost extra?
� The  exam costs $125. The IHS Epidemiology 

Program will pick up this cost for IHS/Tribal/Urban 
colposcopists.  Please note that this is different 
from the tuition cost for the Refresher workshop.



BASIC  COLPOSCOPY

(APRIL  5-7,  2006)

The IHS Basic Colposcopy Training is intended to 
prepare IHS, Tribal, & Urban primary care provid-
ers (physicians, nurse practitioners, nurse mid-
wifes, & physician assistants) to use colposcopy in 
evaluation and treatment of women with intraepi-
thelial neoplasia of the lower genital tract.

The 3-day comprehensive course  includes:
� lectures,
� small group discussions, 
� hands-on with patient models &
� small group slide review sessions.

Selection will be based on:
� A provider’s interest in women’s health and 

an intent to remain at the Service Unit or tribal 
facility for at least two years after training is 
completed.

� Required prior arrangement with a referral 
colposcopist to act as a preceptor. Assistance 
with the preceptorship can be arranged with the 
IHS Cancer program.

� The SU having enough volume of abnormal 
Pap smears (at least low grade squamous in-
traepithelial lesions) to allow at least 50 colpos-
copies per year to maintain skills after training 
is complete.

� The SU having or being committed to purchas-
ing a colposcope, cryosurgery unit, and several 
sets of biopsy intrements for cervical biposy 
and endocervical curettage. 

REFRESHER COLPOSCOPY
(APRIL 5-7, 2006)

The Colposcopy Refresher workshop is de-
signed as a review and update in the diagnosis/
management of pre-invasive neoplasia of the 
female genital tract. It is intended for colposco-
pists in IHS, urban, and tribal programs.  Ex-
perienced colposcopists who don’t see a large 
volume of high grade disease in their practice 
will benefi t from this workshop. New colpos-
copists still in the preceptorship phase of their 
training will fi nd the program an excellent way to 
reinforce their cognitive skills.
The format will include:
� lectures,
� case management discussions, &
� small group slide review sessions.

Course Objectives:
�enhance colposcopy skills and lesion identifi -

cation including CIN and invasive cancer,
�discuss the role of HPV in the pathogenesis 

of cervical neoplasia,
�effectively evaluate and manage VIN and 

VAIN,
�recognize and manage benign vulvar derma-

toses,
�use new technologies including HPV DNA 

testing to screen for and manage cervical 
SIL, and

�appropriately manage women with cytologic 
and histologic cervical abnormalities based 
on ASCCP consensus guidelines.

BASIC  COLPOSCOPY

CON’ T.

To complete training, students are expected to follow 
the course with a preceptorship with an experienced 
colposcopist. Two preceptorship tracks are available:

1.  Traditional IHS Track:
� At least 50 supervised exams, three or more of 

which must be high grade lesions.
� Preceptor qualifi cation based on training and 

experience.
� On completion, privileges limited to low grade 

lesions with expanded privileges after additional 
training or experience.

2.  ASCCP Mentorship Track:
� At least 25 exams, three or more of which must be 

high grade lesions.
� Preceptor must meet ASCCP qualifi cations, includ-

ing specifi c training requirements.  Trainee must 
pass ASCCP Colposcopy Mentorship Exam.

� On completion, full range of colposcopy privileges.
