


Page 2 - Comparison - FY 2007 and 2008 IHS and Tribal Hospitals Inpatient Statistics 

During Fiscal Year (FY) 2008, one 15 bed Tribal inpatient facility was closed to inpatient 
services, Owyhee, NY (November 9, 2007). Inpatient workload measures at Tribal hospitals fell 
compared to the prior year. The number of admissions decreased 2.9%, and discharges declined 
2.6%. The number of beds available decreased 6 (1.2%). Barrow, AK dropped 2 beds. 
Anchorage, AK, Norton Sound, AK, and Hu-Hu-Kam (Sacaton), AZ all declined by 1 bed. The 
ADPL precipitously declined by 16.6%, and the number of adult hospital days decreased by 
3.2%, while the ALaS decreased 2.4% to 4.2 days at Tribally operated hospitals.
