Phoenix Area MCH Coordinator/Consultant Duties 

1)  Collect aggregate data regarding Pediatric Immunization rates at the various service units and 

     clinics in the Area and reporting to the national immunization coordinator (who produces a 

     national immunization report).

2)  Serve on a Phoenix Area Child Protection Team (of which the MCH coordinator is a member)   

     that monitors CPT activities, issues and problems in the various service units

3)  Project Officer for a contract with the University of Arizona for Genetic/Dysmorphology for
     services at the Phoenix Area service units.  There are at least annual and in some cases 
     monthly Genetic/Dysmorphology Clinics offered through this contract.

4)  Serve on an Arizona State Child Fatality review team.  The team attempts to review all deaths 

     of children in the state of Arizona and attempts to determine if it was "preventable" and make 

     recommendations to the state legislators on an annual basis to recommend changes to 

     prevent subsequent deaths.

5)  Receives sterilization reports from the service units and submit them to Headquarters.

6)  Assist with surveys at various service units such as those by the Arizona Perinatal Trust 

     (which designates nurseries as a "birthing centers," level 1, 2 or 3 nursery).  In addition, 

     coordinates site visits by the American College of OB/GYN or the American Academy of 

     Pediatrics.  Also, assists in implementing the recommendations from those visits.

7)  Respond to requests for data from the national MCH Coordinator

8)  Make site visits to the various service units to assess maternal-child health care such as well 

     child care, prenatal care, etc. and make recommendations based on findings and 

     recommendations/standards from professional organizations (such as the AAP or EPSDT 

     program).

9)  Plan and host Phoenix Area IHS MCH meetings which is integrating with Behavioral Health.

10)  Monitor and recommend strategies to improve GPRA indicators involve with MCH.

11)  Serves as a technical advisor -  know the principles of public health and 

       the standards and recommendations of various professional organizations and to apply them 

       to elevate the health of the women and children of the area.  The MCH coordinator 

       should assist the primary care providers with resources to help solve individual patient 

       problems and "system problems" in the delivery of health care to women and children.
