Q. Can we use Lispro in pregnancy?
A. Yes, we can use lispro in pregnancy.

The same clinical proviso(s) should be used in pregnancy as outside of pregnancy, e.g., one should have the food on the table prior to taking Lispro because of Lispo’s rapid action. There can be some difficulty mixing Lispro and insulins from other manufacturers, but it is OK to mix Lispro with other insulins made by the same manufacturer.
