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Other resources for teenage pregnancy in Indian Country

-Phoenix Indian Medical Center (  > > > PIMC) has a good teen pregnancy program, started several years ago with   > the   > > > aid of a March of Dimes grant.  They do show a decreased recidivism, which   > > > is probably one of the more important measures.  There is good   > > > participation by multiple departments in supporting the Teen program.

Since 1991, PIMC has had an Adolescent Pregnancy Program.  We began with a grant from March of Dimes but have maintained the program through facility support and private donations.  In a nutshell, the clinic meets weekly on Monday afternoons, beginning at 1530 and ending at 1800 (or whenever we’re done!), allowing them to finish their school day.  We have a class each week at 4pm that patients and their accompanying guests attend.  A variety of topics are discussed including infant CPR, family planning, STI’s, parenting to name a few.  One CNM coordinates this program and we try to limit the involvement of additional CNM’s/NP to the same staff, allowing for continuity of care.

In the beginning we collected entry and outcome data  designed by the TPPCIS Program out of Washington but, to be honest, analysis required a D-Base 4 system and this institution could not find the funds to invest in that tool so we have been unable to look at results.  Eventually, we stopped collecting the data (but probably have at least 6-7 years worth...somewhere :)

It works because the students get to > > know these providers on a daily basis and learn to trust them.  We have > > data that shows the teen pregnancy rate is slowly coming down since the > > first NP went to the first school.  We have added two more the past two > > years and look to see the rate decrease further...but think it will be > > at least a couple more years to really realize the potential.  This was > > presented at NCON and well received.
