MEDICARE PART D PLAN REIMBURSEMENT RATES

When assisting beneficiaries in selecting a plan, sites will want to make sure that the plan has most, if not all, of the patient’s medications on the plan’s formulary.  Sites will also want to consider reimbursement rates for IHS plans.  The plan finder shows the expected cost to the beneficiary (if the beneficiary was paying out of pocket costs and does not show what IHS sites will be reimbursed based on the IHS agreements with the plans.  The plan reimbursement rates for IHS agreements will be posted on the IHS pharmacy Intranet site later today (home.pharmacy.ihs.gov).  Below is a list in order from highest to lowest reimbursement that you may want to use until the list is posted (rates are based on 30 to 34 day fills).

Providence Health Plan - no PDP’s (only MA-PD’s)

Rx America – processing for Advantage Freedom and Star plans
