· Measurement:  Within the IPC collaborative, the pilot sites are already working with data from RPMS Clinical Reporting System reports on their microsystem populations to guide improvement in 7 clinical focus areas: colorectal cancer screening; tobacco use assessment; nutrition and exercise education; asthma and inhaled steroid use; alcohol misuse screening; diabetes comprehensive care measures; and completed childhood immunizations.  These clinical and prevention focus areas intentionally represent a very broad scope in order to drive our work toward the kind of interdisciplinary, planned and proactive care and efficiencies that improves care across conditions.  They are using additional measures addressing access, efficiency, return on investment, and patient satisfaction and confidence.  We are all learning how to use measures to answer the essential question: “How will we know that a change is an improvement?”
