IPC-IHS News:
· The second Learning Session (LS2):  Highlights from LS2 held in Boulder Colorado on May 15-17 included a site visit to Clinica Campesina Community Health Center, success stories from the pilot sites, a leadership track and sessions on community and culture.  Approximately 75 people from the 14 chronic care pilot sites attended the second learning session for the Innovations in Planned Care for the Indian Health System collaborative.  

· The site visit to Clinica Campesina demonstrated how a poorly resourced health clinic can make improvements in health through designing a system to improve chronic care and prevention.  
· Approximately 14 chronic care pilot leaders participated in a special leadership track during the learning session which focused on the business case for improvement as well as 7 leverage points for leadership.
