To establish guide lines for the transportation of 

infectious waste.

III.
OBJECTIVE:



To meet standards set by OSHA 91-596, JCAHO and EPA.

IV.
PROCEDURE:


1.
Packaging - will be appropriate for the type of waste 

involved.



A.
Do not place needles, sharp items or items with 




sharp corners in plastic bags.



B.
Do not load bags beyond their weight and capacity.



C.
Keep bags from being punctured.



D.
When recommended or as needed, consider double 


bagging.


2.
Transporting and Handling



A.
Do not load infectious wastes until ready to 



transport.



B.
Carefully place packaged infectious wastes in truck 


bed, starting from front to rear of bed.



C.
Cover with a tarpaulin and tie or weigh down to 


contain infections wastes during transport.



D.
Infectious wastes shall not be left unattended 


during transporting for disposal.



E.
Upon arrival, carefully unload the infectious wastes 


and place in contained area designated for proper 


disposal.
