1. Interim IEH Program Plan – Kelly

a. CDR Taylor provided an overview of the Interim IEH Management Plan.  The document was sent in a prior email.  Key points included:
i. Addressing the steering committee and plans for reestablishing the committee as the interim plan develops.
ii. Cancellation of the Annual IEH Meeting
iii. The annual DHHS/DOL report.  Kelly asked that the IEHO’s support CDR McMahon in the development of this report.

2. Project Deadline Discussion and Decisions – Dave
a. Chapter 21 – Curt
i. McMahon, Smart, and Smelley have reviewed chapter 21, Medical Imaging.  Awaiting a final draft from Dick Gwilt.  Tentative deadline: January 15, 2004.
b. Chapter 9 – Richard
i. Chapter 9 (Occupation Safety and Health) revisions are still underway.  Much progress has been made.
ii. Important issues include:
1. Employee Health related topics have been removed from Chapter 9.  An IHS Employee Health circular or policy is needed.

2. Upon the approval of Chapter 9 at the HQ level, WebCident will be made mandatory as the incident reporting system for the IHS.  If your Area has not designated it as such, you may want to reemphasize the need for making it mandatory.  Please contact Richard for ideas in moving WebCident forward in your location.

iii. A draft version of Chapter Nine for IEHO review and comment is expected by January 31, 2004.

c. CRSP – Brian
i. Brian Hroch and Darren Buchanan are continuing to work on the mobile section of the CRSP program.  Anticipated completion, January 31, 2004.

ii. The above table and dental units should follow relatively fast after the mobile is finished.  Al Knapp will be assisting in the development of the above table and dental sections.  Anticipated completion March/April 2004.

iii. The fluoroscopy survey section will be added last.  Prior to that section, standardization of fluoroscopy survey data collection will have to be done.
