Facility Tuberculosis Risk Assessment (Revised 10/96)

The Indian Health Service, in accordance with federal guidelines, must aspire to reduce the transmission of Tuberculosis (TB) from infected patients or visitors to our employees.  Additionally, we must strive to prevent the nosocomial transmission of TB from active-TB patients to other non-infected patients.

One method of preventing transmission of TB is by engineering controls.  One type of control is providing isolation rooms that have negative pressure and an appropriate number of air changes per hour.  Another engineering control is having sputum induction booths for special procedures.

The purpose of this assessment is to determine the needs of Phoenix Area IHS facilities.   The needs are based upon the amount of risk involved.  For example, a facility that never treats or admits TB patients is at very low risk and no engineering controls would be needed.  To determine the risk of each facility we need to know three specific types of information.

1. We need to know the actual or expected risk of exposure to active or suspect TB patients. 

2. We need to know what engineering controls are already in place.  

3. Third we need to know if there are administrative controls in place that will bypass the need for engineering controls.  For example, if all TB patients will be transferred to another facility, isolation rooms may not be needed.
