Course Purpose

First Responder

This course is designed to instruct a student to the level of a First Responder, who serves as a vital link in the chain of the health care team. This curriculum includes skills necessary for the individual to provide emergency medical care with a limited amount of equipment. Specifically, after successful completion of the program, the student will be capable of performing functions at the minimum entry level.

This program consists of 48 hours of didactic sessions and skills practice that is designed to provide the participants with the knowledge, skills and abilities to:

1. Recognize that a medical or traumatic emergency exists.

2. Activate the EMS system.

3. Provide basic life saving treatments.

4. Be able to stabilize patients until the ambulance arrives.

5. Be able to immobilize unstable or potentially unstable extremities and the cervical spine.

6. Administer appropriate emergency medical care for life threatening injuries relative to airway, breathing and circulation.

7. Perform safely and effectively the expectations of the job description.

This program also follows and meets the requirements of the US DOT National Standard Curriculum. The successful participant will be eligible to take the National Registry Exam for First Responder and/or the appropriate State First Responder Exam.

The successful participant will have attended all classroom and skills sessions and achieved a 70% cumulative average for all sessions and achieve a score of 70% on the Comprehensive Course Final Exam.

The entire curriculum is surrounded by continuing education, which is designed to reflect two primary goals. First, during the instruction of the First Responder: National Standard Curriculum, additional continuing in related content may be provided. Second, continuing education is an integral component of any educational process and the First Responder should be committed to continuous improvement of knowledge and skills.
