Overview of First Responder Training

The First Responder training program is a 48-hour course composed of a combination of classroom and skills lab sessions following the U.S. DOT National Standard Curriculum. In addition, CPR for Health Care Providers is included. 

The course covers the following 14 elements:

1. Introduction to EMS

2. Well-Being of the First Responder

3. Legal and Ethical Issues

4. The Human Body

5. Lifting and Moving Patients

6. Airway Management and Ventilation

7. Patient Assessment

8. Cardiopulmonary Resuscitation and the Automated External Defibrillator

9. Medical Emergencies

10. Musculoskeletal Injuries

11. Childbirth

12. Infants and Children

13. Operations

14. Special Populations

After course completion, the successful participants may be eligible to take the National Registry exam for First Responders and may eligible for certification by the state-licensing agency. Eligibility for certification and testing varies from state to state.

The guidance that we have received from headquarters is that each area can schedule one class in the initial round. After each area has had the opportunity to schedule a course, there will be 3 or 4 additional classes that will be available with this round of funding. Classes have been limited to 20 students
