1. Child maltreatment- Jane Powers (Ft. Duchene)  
Training in Medical Evaluation of Child Physical and Sexual Abuse update 
200K over 2-3 years to begin to produce provider base in Indian Country capable to conduct forensic medical exams on Children victimized by maltreatment and sexual abuse.  State of the art and gold standard technology with colposcope and 35 mm camera, along with soft ware to share data, pictures (password protected) with preceptors and lead IHS CAN/CSA reviewers.  Training model distributes this capacity throughout areas and regions to address this hidden issue and services to this vulnerable and continued at risk population.  DOJ funds under the Victims of Crime (VOC) supported this one time funded program – which requires continued IHS support.  Local service unit costs to build locally are around 15 to 22K per provider.  Jane Powers the lead can be contacted at: (435) 722-5122 jane.powers@mail.ihs.gov.   Key discussion points from conf call and email contacts:
· Future funding to continue the program beyond the 2-3 years 214K funding that ends in 03.

· Resources available include Area-wide project (DOJ funds) to hire forensic child psychologist to be a "circuit rider" to assist CPT teams with forensic interviews and to provide training onsite. (from Margene Tower)
· Child abuse highly correlated with domestic violence situations.  Provider orientation and training on mandatory report of suspected child abuse.    Clarify "reasonable suspicion”.   Program and integral charting that holds up in court.

· Law enforcement (LE)  joint training and relationship building
· Victim support (not blame)

· SART team composition: crime investigator, rape crisis ctr staff or local volunteers similarly trained, social services, providers, LE.   Supported by local health board.  Policy and procedures address SANE, SART, confidentiality, chart storage, unit dose medications, personnel “on call status” availability by pager, etc. 
3. DOJ Violence Against Women Act / SANE/SART National Protocols - Judy   Thierry (HQE jthierry@hqe.ihs.gov ) Draft – VAWA (Violence Against Women Act) required US attn general to create a committee to address state of protocols, develop and disseminate national guidelines out of a collective national task force.  Internal comment on the draft guidelines is the current phase- by the ad hoc committees from 02 meetings. Will roll out guidelines for national sometime late 03 (Dec.?)  States will have these as guidelines to inform state and local policy.  Overarching comprehensive view from exam, forensics, examiner, chain of evidence, testimony, advocacy, victim continuity of care, law enforcement, tribal and other jurisdictional issues, prosecution are being addressed.  Nurse Practice Act is a state by state issue and will have to be addressed area by area.  Judy Thierry and Barbara Fine are the contacts.
