Domestic Violence and

Kg 1o Sexual Assault Statics

 American Indian (Al) women suffer
from the highest rate of violent
victimizations in the United States

 U.S. Department of Justice reported
that DV among Native women to be
the highest of any ethnic or racial
group in the U.S.

 Native women are five times more
likely to be a DV homicide victim
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e Domestic Violence Is a health care issue

 U.S. Department of Justice reports that 37
percent of all women who sought care in
emergency rooms for violence related
Injures were injured by a current or former
spouse, boyfriend....

« Recommend DV screening at least
annually and if women are pregnant screen
during each trimester

« Recommend screening performed by a
healthcare women professional



Domestic Violence and

s 0 Sexual Assault Reports

e In 2007 Amnesty Internal Report
published “Maze of Injustice” which
reported failure to protect indigenous
women from sexual violence

e |Laid out a number of
recommendations

e Announced study with media follow-
up which made it on many of the
largest news outlets and NPR

* A legislative hearing was held
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« Develop comprehensive plans of action to
stop violence ...

— Tribal, state and federal authorities
should, in consultation ...develop
necessary accurate data on sexual
violence against Indigenous women

* The federal government should take steps
— Including sufficient funding to ensure full
Implementation of the 2005 reauthorization
of the Violence Against Woman Act, Title
IX ... (pg.84)

e Public Law 111-8 Omnibus
Appropriations Act of 2009

e In 2009 provided $7,500,000

* In 2010 Congress increased funding to
$10,000,000

e Address domestic violence and sexual
assault within American Indian and
Alaska Natives communities
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Bs 1o for California

e 2009 funding $154,000
— Sexual assault $58,000 and;
— Domestic Violence prevention $96,000

e 2010 funding $223,000
— Sexual assault $85,000 and;
— Domestic Violence prevention $138,000
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e Support a national effort by the Indian
Health Service to address domestic
violence and sexual assault within
American Indian and Alaska Natives
(Al/AN) communities
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Grant Process

o Competitive grant

e Tribal health care programs may and
did submit 2 applications

— Domestic violence prevention
— Sexual assault expansion projects

e California Area Office received 11
grants from seven tribal programs
