Congressional Mandate for YRTCs

• IHS must: construct, appropriately staff, and operate, a 
youth regional treatment center in each of the 12 IHS 
geographic service areas.*

• Two must be built in California

• Seven IHS areas have YRTCs, none in California

*P.L. 102 – 573 [1992  Amendment to “Indian Health Care Improvement Act,” 
September, 1976], and P.L. 94-437 Section 704 (b)

• Develop: approximately 12 acres (currently vacant 
land, not on campus grounds)

• New building(s): state of the art, eco-friendly (LEED
Certified). 32 beds, five family suites, offices, and 
common space
