What are cataracts?

A cataract is cloudiness that forms in the lens of the eye. The lens is inside the eye behind the cornea and in front of the retina
How can you tell if someone has cataracts? The lens of the eye will appear cloudy.
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What causes cataracts?

Cataracts are a normal aging change within the eye and generally occur in elderly people. Some cataracts can be caused earlier in life by trauma, diabetes, or even some medications.
Why are cataracts a problem?

Cataracts cause blurry vision. Patients often complain of dim or hazy vision. Cataracts can also cause increased glare or halos around lights. 

How are cataracts treated?
The only treatment is cataract surgery. The cataract is removed and a clear plastic lens is implanted to improve vision.
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
