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Acquisitions of Medications
Flu Vaccine Update
In December, the Department of Veterans Affairs (VA) National Acquisition Center (NAC) solicits flu vaccine requirements from VA facilities and IHS.  VA negotiates a National Flu Vaccine Contract which is awarded in February or March.  Orders are paid up front and vaccine is delivered starting in September (25% of order is received in September, 50% in October and 25% in November).  Wyman Ford at the National Supply Service Center (NSSC) in Ada, Oklahoma, purchases flu vaccine for approximately 100 Federal and Tribal facilities in the Aberdeen, Albuquerque, Bemidji, Billings, California, Nashville and Oklahoma City Areas.  CAPT Chris Watson purchases vaccine for Federal and Tribal facilities in the Phoenix and Tucson Areas.  The Gallup Supply Service Center (GSSC) orders vaccine for Navajo Area and some Albuquerque Area sites.  Portland and Alaska Areas and other federal & tribal facilities purchase their flu vaccine through other mechanisms.  Some IHS and Tribal sites use Perry Point Depot. On October 5, 2004, Chiron Corporation, a manufacturer of standard inactivated influenza vaccine based in the United Kingdom, announced it would be unable to export this year’s supply due to contamination, reducing by half the available influenza vaccine supply in the United States for the 2004-05 flu season.  During the first two weeks of October, the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) issued a guidance that flu vaccine should only be offered to highest priority patients and employees including:
· all children 6-23 months

· children 6 months to 18 years of age on chronic aspirin therapy

· patients 2-64 with underlying chronic medical conditions

· patients 65 and older

· all women who will become pregnant during the influenza season

· residents of nursing homes and long-term care facilities

· health care workers with direct patient care and 

· out-of-home caregivers and household contacts of children less than 6 months

Each Indian Health Service, Tribal and Urban program (I/T/U) facility was asked to develop a plan that maximizes the protection of patients at the greatest risk from influenza by vaccinating them and the employees who are involved in direct patient care or who provide services that are essential to keep the hospital or clinic operating for the delivery of direct patient care. Patients and employees NOT in the CDC priority groups were asked to forgo or defer flu vaccination until full delivery of vaccine can be assured.

Fortunately for most IHS and Tribal sites, this year’s VA National Vaccine Contract was with Aventis Pasteur.  All IHS and Tribal sites ordering through NSSC, Phoenix Area Office or GSSC have received or are soon expected to receive most if not all of their flu vaccine order.  Indian health sites ordering part or all of their influenza vaccine directly from Chiron or from state immunization program which ordered some or all of their vaccine from Chiron were asked to identify their vaccine needs.  Area Immunization Coordinators and the Division of Epidemiology conducted a review of IHS, Tribal, and Urban Indian facilities and found that at least four IHS areas would not receive a significant portion of their influenza vaccine orders.  Beginning on 
November 2, 2004, IHS began redistribution of 18,060 does of vaccine to 82 I/T/U sites.  Area Immunization Coordinators will continue to monitor vaccine needs and usage on a weekly basis.  Additional redistributions of flu vaccine will take place throughout the month of November as additional vaccine is identified. 
Importation of Medications from Canada
Tribes continue to be approached by U.S. and Canadian companies advertising that the companies can ship bulk medications to Tribes from Canada at reduced prices.  They also encourage Tribes to serve as intermediaries for mail order prescriptions from Canadian pharmacies.   Tribes are advised that these activities violate the Federal Food, Drug and Cosmetic Act. National Core Formulary
The National Core Formulary (NCF) was approved by the Director in February 2004.  Funding for the National Pharmacy and Therapeutics Committee (NPTC) operations has being finalized.  Nominations were requested from the Area Directors in September 2004.  The NPTC committee will consist of a Physician Chair, Pharmacist Vice-Chair, 7 physicians and 5 pharmacists. Patient Assistance Programs
The Office of General Council is reviewing the IHS “Gifts Administration” policy and additional ethical restrictions on acceptance of gifts by federal facilities or programs to determine their impact on accessing pharmaceutical manufacturer bulk patient assistance programs.

Vioxx Recall

On September 30, 2004, Merck announced an immediate and voluntary withdrawal of Vioxx (rofecoxib) from the market.  I/T/U sites with non-dispensed inventory and unused returned inventory can receive credit for this product.  Additionally, sites may be reimbursed for the cost of notifying patients to stop taking the medication and requesting that it be returned to the pharmacy. Dept. of Veterans Affairs Pharmaceutical Prime Vendor
The Department of Veterans Affairs (VA) currently allows Indian Health Service (IHS) and Tribes operating health programs pursuant to contracts under the Indian Self-Determination Education and Assistance Act (ISDEAA), Pub. L. 93-638, use of the VA Pharmaceutical Prime Vendor (PPV) for purchasing pharmaceuticals.  By ordering through the VA PPV, IHS and Tribes are able to access Federal Supply Schedule (FSS) Contract, National Standardization Contract (NSC) and Blanket Purchase Agreement (BPA) pricing for pharmaceuticals.  IHS and Tribal pharmaceutical purchases through the VA PPV totaled over $220 million in FY 2004.  The VA PPV estimates that IHS and Tribes save approximately 50 percent annually off of the Average Manufacturer Price on pharmaceutical costs by using FSS, NSC and BPA pricing.  

Direct Tribal Access to the VA PPV

Tribes currently must use an IHS intermediary to access the VA PPV contract.  Tribes have asked for direct access to the VA PPV.  IHS and the VA have had ongoing discussions on this issue. Currently, IHS Office of General Council is working on a statement related to the Economy Act that will allow IHS to be paid by VA for managing IHS related contract issues, the IHS Pharmacy Program is working on changes to the IHS and VA Interagency Agreement, and Tribal representatives are gathering information regarding 1) which Tribes would be interested in ordering directly from the VA PPV and 2) the total dollars those Tribes spent on pharmaceuticals in FY 2004.  

340B Discount Drug Program

Many Tribes are eligible to order medications at discounted prices through the HRSA 340B Program.  The VA PPV contract with McKesson does not allow Tribes eligible for the HRSA 340B program to have both a PPV and 340B account with McKesson.  Tribes must choose one or the other.  Since McKesson is the VA PPV, it is recommended that if a Tribe plans to access FSS and NSC prices, they keep their PPV account with McKesson. Centers for Medicare and Medicaid Services (CMS)
The Medicare Prescription Drug, Improvement and Modernization Act of 2003 authorized a new Medicare Drug Benefit.  From 2004 to the end of 2005 the benefit is a Medicare Approved Drug Discount Card.  Starting in January 2006, Medicare Part D will provide a new prescription drug benefit that will allow all Medicare beneficiaries to enroll in drug coverage through a prescription drug plan or Medicare health plan with Medicare paying for 75 percent of the premium. Additional benefits for Medicare beneficiaries who have limited means will cover, on average, 95 percent of their drug costs. Medicare Approved Drug Discount Card 

IHS and Tribes have worked closely with CMS staff and the two Indian Health Special Endorsement Card sponsors (“Pharmacy Care Alliance,” offered by Express-Scripts; and “Criterion Advantage,” offered by Computer Science Corporation, also marketed under the name MemberHealth) to try to ensure that American Indians and Alaska Natives will have access to these benefits.  The IHS and Tribes hope be able to bill card sponsors for the $600 per year credit in Transitional Assistance funding available to low income card holders.  
The Medicare Approved Drug Discount Card program began in October 2004 for IHS and Tribes.  IHS signed national agreements for all IHS facilities with both drug card sponsors.  Most Tribes have signed or are in the process of signing agreements with the drug card sponsors.  IHS Area training on the drug cards program took place in September, October and November 2004.  Patients began enrolling in drug card programs the first week of October.  Sites are completing the process of preparing for billing with most sites being able to bill for drug cards beginning November 1, 2004. Medicare Drug Benefit – Part D

The comment period for proposed regulations related to Part D closed October 4, 2004.  The National Indian Health Board, CMS Tribal Technical Advisory Group and many others provided comments on the proposed rules.  CMS and HHS work groups are reviewing the comments and IHS has asked to participate on these workgroups. Medicaid Reimbursement for Drugs purchased at Federal Supply Schedule (FSS) Prices 
For almost 3 years, IHS has asked CMS to retract letters sent to State Medicaid Directors that had incorrect information about payment Medicaid paying for medications purchased at Federal Supply Schedule (FSS) pricing.  In December 2003, CMS started to prepare a memorandum to State Medicaid Directors providing new guidance on Medicaid payment for medications purchased at FSS prices.  IHS and had agreed CMS in principal that: 

1. IHS and Tribes can bill Medicaid for medications purchased at FSS pricing.

2. Current billing practices should remain in place.
3. Manufacturers must continue to provide FSS pricing, and state Medicaid offices will continue to collect rebates from the manufacturers for FSS medications billed by IHS.  This process cannot be changed without a legislative fix.
This letter continues to be delayed due to IHS and CMS being unable to agree on wording related to billing. 

Recruitment
Pharmacist Recruitment Activities for FY 2004
As of November 1, 2004, the Indian Health Service had 486 federal pharmacists (421 Commissioned Corps and 65 Civil Service) and 2 Senior Commissioned Officer Student Training and Extern Program (COSTEP) students on duty and reported 60 vacant pharmacist positions.  In FY 2004, IHS called to active duty 56 new commissioned corps pharmacists, two Senior COSTEP students and 32 Junior COSTEP students.  
Loan Repayment Program
In FY 2004 there were 69 loan repayment awards to pharmacists totaling $2,606,654.  This included 43 new awards and 26 extensions.  The IHS Loan Repayment Program (LRP) has set aside $2.33 million for pharmacist loan repayment in FY 2005.  This amount is expected to cover approximately 33 new awards and 34 award extensions.  Individuals who have applied for loan repayment and who work at a site with a site score of 70 or above will be considered for loan repayment beginning in January 2005 (or as soon as funds are available).  Applicants at sites with a LRP site score of 69 or below will not be considered for the LRP until June 2005 selections.  This policy is designed to encourage applicants to preferentially consider going to higher priority sites. Commissioned Officer Student Training and Extern Program (COSTEP)
In FY 2004, IHS and Tribal sites sponsored 32 pharmacy Junior COSTEP students and 2 Pharmacy Senior COSTEP students. Sites should start working on funding now and notify me no later than February 15, 2005 whether or not they have a position and funding for a Junior or Senior COSTEP.  Sites can start interviewing applicants at this time, but may not officially “select” or “make a job offer” until the official selection period in March 2005. Early Commissioning Program

IHS discipline chiefs are working with the Office of Commissioned Corps Force Management to rewrite the Early Commissioning policy.  This policy would allow students to be directly commissioned into the Inactive Reserve without having to serve a COSTEP assignment.  Students would earn longevity credit which affects the computation of their base pay when called to active duty.
Residency Programs

National Recruitment Meetings

In FY 2005, IHS will recruit pharmacists and pharmacy students at the American Society of Health System Pharmacists meeting in Orlando, Florida on December 5-9, 2004 and at the American Pharmacists Association Annual Meeting on April 1-5, 2005 in Orlando, Florida.  
MORE Project/Applicant Follow-up
The Multi-Program On-line Recruiting Enterprise (MORE) system is available for pharmacist and student entry on the IHS Pharmacy web site at www.pharmacy.ihs.gov.  Pharmacists and pharmacy students are able to enter contact information, ask questions, and request that a recruiter contact them. The IHS Pharmacist Recruitment Team (Team Ten) and others are currently using this system to track pharmacist recruits.  Pharmacists needing access to the system to look for potential recruits should contact Ed Stein (phone: 602-364-7745) or Robert Pittman (phone: 301-443-1190).  The MORE system is averaging two to three inquiries daily.
Pharmacist Accession Bonus
In FY 2004, Commissioned Corps pharmacists who were newly hired by IHS or Tribes had the opportunity to sign an Accession Bonus Contract within 60 days of being called to active duty.  For a four-year commitment, new pharmacists receive a $30,000, one time, lump sum payment.  This has had a substantial impact on pharmacist recruitment for IHS and the Tribes (nearly doubling Commissioned Corps pharmacist hires in the last 2 years).  
The Accession Bonus for Pharmacists became law when President Bush signed H.R. 4200 - Ronald W. Reagan National Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2005 on October 28, 2004.  The Accession Bonus is extended until December 31, 2005.  This will allow all accession bonus and special pay legislation to be considered on the same schedule by Congress each year.

Medication Error Reporting

The FY 2004 Medication Error GRPA indicator required IHS to establish a baseline for medication errors.  In September 2004, I/T/U sites reported medication errors based on the categories listed below.  Beginning this month, sites will be asked to report their medication error data quarterly.  The data will need to be submitted by the last day of the month following the end of the calendar quarter (e.g., for the reporting period of October to December, the report is due January 31st).  In the initial evaluation, many sites were not recording Category A or B errors.  Sites are asked to at least submit a total number for these types of errors (even if they are not entered into a formal reporting system).

Computer Issues
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Micromedex

Starting in September 2004, sites interested in participating in the Micromedex contract were required to pay for their share of the contract.  A total of 86 sites are now part of the September 2004 to September 2005 contract.  Each site provided $4,699 and an additional $50,000 was provided by the National Institutes of Health Library.  The national contract saved participating sites over $33,000 each on the private sector cost of the Micromedex package.  Additional sites have expressed interest in participating in the contract.  IHS has determined that  SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1Tribes with Self-Governance compacts will be able to participate in the Micromedex contract.  A notice should go out shortly.

Electronic Health Record and Pharmacy Package

The Office of Information Technology (OIT) has been coordinating efforts to deploy the IHS Electronic Health Record (IHS-EHR), modeled after the Veterans Health Administration (VHA) electronic health record.  

 

To prepare for the IHS-EHR, there is a new version of Pharmacy software that is required to be in use for several months prior to implementing Provider Order Entry (POE) using the Graphical User Interface (GUI).  Installing the Pharmacy Packages takes place in a final installation, along with several other applications, which enables a site to start the lengthy set-up process for the IHS-EHR.
