Scriptmaster Upgrades

Viking is working on upgrades to Scriptmaster, scheduled for release over the next six months.

I. Release 6E Scheduled for November 2000

1. Drug-to-Drug Interaction Module Upgrade

a. Due to the increased number of new drugs being introduced in the marketplace, First Data Bank, who supplies Viking Computer Services with drug and clinical databases, has released a new drug-to-drug Interaction module.  This new interaction scheme is being incorporated into Scriptmaster.

2. Drug and Interaction monographs
a. Drug and Interaction monographs will be updated on a weekly basis to keep pace with the increased number of new drugs being introduced.  These monographs are currently updated quarterly or by request.

3. Duplicate Therapy

a. The First Data Bank Interaction procedures allow for informing the pharmacist of duplicate therapy for drugs of different strengths.  Scriptmaster now informs the pharmacist if an exact duplicate Rx was dispensed.

4. Electronic ordering (EDI) capability with Amerisource.

5. Electronic ordering (EDI) capability with Bergen Brunswig.

6. Chart number look-up no longer requires leading “0.”

7. T1 data saved for one year.

8. Changes to Label Option “Z:”
a. Drug messages on mailing label.

b. Option to put fill date and chart number on mailing label.

c. Chart number, Date of birth, and Allergies now print to the left of the patient monograph. 

9. Label Option “1” prints NDC number if mailing label option (M) is turned on.

10. “X44” can now print to a Zebra printer.

II. Release 7 Scheduled for February 2001

The file layout for several of the main data files in Scriptmaster is going to be restructured.  These changes will allow for many changes and enhancements included in this release and open the door for future enhancements.

1. Prescription reports (X50).  X50 currently takes a long time to run.  The time to run this report will be dramatically reduced.  A View Option will also be added.

2. Sales reporting (X35).  X35 currently reports sales from a “sales” file that is updated during the X98 process.  Some of the drawbacks to this way of reporting is that once the X98 is run, the sales for that day are set.  Deletes, reversals, rebills, etc..are recorded on the day they are done, and do not impact the sales for the day the Rx was actually filled.  The sales will now be accurately reported on the correct date.

3. The SIG code and description fields are expanded.

4. A SIG can be tied to a specific drug.

5. Special characters like “&” used in SIG’s will now be printable.

6. The ability to flag drugs as formulary/non-formulary.  A warning message is displayed when a non-formulary drug is selected.

7. A new report by provider showing formulary versus non-formulary prescribing.

8. X8, when Rx is deleted and kept as Profile Only, option to mark as “Returned to Stock (RTS).”

9. X6, new function to display RX’s by last fill date.

10. The ability to use a SPACE BAR to bring up the last patient.

11. New “Drug Usage Evaluation” Report

12. The use of the Internet to do claims adjudication.
