POINT OF SALE Weekly Report – December 18, 2000

I. Alpha Site Update

a. Oklahoma - Pawhuska

1. Pat Cox modifications (Class III software) to the RPMS Pharmacy package have been forward to Edgar Moore (ITSC) for review and testing of software.  Edgar hopes to have the changes incorporated into a new release of Pharmacy in the latter part of February 2001.

2. Medicaid is now recognizing the approved prior authorization number (entered in the Point of Sale software) when the claim is transmitted. 

3. Plan on testing third party package at Pawhuska this week.

4. Will be moving forward on implementing Point of Sale at Wewoka.

b. Parker, Arizona

Point of Sale software tested; successful processing of BCBSAZ prescription claims. Business Office team in process of merging duplicate BCBSAZ insurer files.

Phoenix Area Business office in process of collecting further Agreements (private insurance).

c. Santa Fe and Taos, New Mexico

Now have terminal ID# from Envoy and are ready for testing.  Provider agreement is with Consultec.
II. Certification

Full Circle Software plans on submitting the Point of Sale software for certification in mid-January 2001.  After being certified, the software goes through beta testing before it is nationally released.  

III. Provider Agreements – Formats

The Business Office is in the process of identifying the top five pharmacy payors.   Full Circle Software will ensure formats for these top payors are built.

IV. Accounts/Receivable Project

The Full Circle Software (Vince Lanza) has completed the Accounts Receivable portion of the billing package.  Pawhuska will do the initial testing.  Plans are to have it completed when applying for certification (January 2001).

When a bill is generated by Point of Sale Software, it transfers over to the RPMS A/R package.

V. T1 line

Jim McCain is coordinating the project to have claims submission to Envoy via TCPIP.  A conference call has been scheduled with Envoy to see what needs to be done on their end to receive.  Initial testing will be done at Pawhuska.

VI. Patient Medication Information (PMI)

We’re starting to look at the options available to incorporate PMI’s into the software.

VII. Training

Point of Sale Train-the-trainer dates have been set.  The ITSC will be inviting each Area to send three people to the training sessions.  The intent is to have a “train-the-trainer” program involving a representative from the Business Office, Computer department and Pharmacy department from each Area.
