I. Alpha Site Update

a. Oklahoma - Pawhuska

1. Pat Cox modifications (Class III software) to the RPMS Pharmacy package have been forward to Edgar Moore (ITSC) for review and testing of software.  Edgar hopes to have the changes incorporated into a new release of Pharmacy in the latter part of February 2001.

2. The third party package (A/R) has just completed the first week of testing at Pawhuska.  Will obtain feedback from Business Office.

3. In the process of implementing Point of Sale at Wewoka.  Will be using a modem to transmit claims.

b. Parker, Arizona

Point of Sale software tested; successful processing of BCBSAZ prescription claims. Business Office team in process of merging duplicate BCBSAZ insurer files.

Phoenix Area Business office in process of collecting further Agreements (private insurance).

c. Santa Fe and Taos, New Mexico

Santa Fe has had successful claims transmission to Consultec. Claims have been paid.  Will now be back billing from 9/1/00.  Southern clinics are all in the same prescription file and will be processed out of Santa Fe.

Taos is getting ready to implement Point of Sale software.  Gail will be connecting the modem.
II. Certification

Full Circle Software plans on submitting the Point of Sale software for certification by the end of January 2001.  They are still working on documentation and further testing at Santa Fe. After being certified, the software goes through beta testing before it is nationally released.
