Scriptmaster® Upgrades

This is an overview of recent and upcoming enhancements.

Release 6E – Released in February, 2001

· Drug-to-Drug Interaction Module Upgrade

Due to the increased number of new drugs being introduced into the marketplace, First Data Bank, who supplies Viking Computer Services with drug and clinical databases, has released a new drug-to-drug interaction module.  This new interaction checking capability has been incorporated into Scriptmaster.

In addition, the Drug Interaction screen has been re-organized to display pertinent information in a clearer, more comprehensive format.

Finally, the clinical databases have been updated.  This includes all interaction databases, as well as Patient Education (Drug) monographs and interaction monographs.

· Drug and Interaction Monograph Updates

Drug and Interaction monographs were previously updated quarterly or by customer request.  To keep pace with the rate of new drug introduction, these monographs are now updated on a weekly basis.

· Duplicate Therapy Alert

The First Data Bank Interaction Module informs the pharmacist of duplicate therapy involving different drugs, or different strengths of the same drug.  In a new enhancement, Scriptmaster informs the pharmacist in the event of an exact duplicate Rx being dispensed.

· Viking Computer Services now offers electronic ordering (EDI) capability with Bergen Brunswig.

· An interface with the Omnicell dispensing system is now available.

· Patient lookup by Chart number no longer requires leading zeroes.

· Translator activity (T1) data is now stored for one year.

· Laser Label Enhancements

1. Drug messages can now be printed on the mailing label.

2. The fill date and Chart number can be printed on the mailing label.

3. Chart number, date of birth, and allergy information now print to the left of the patient education monograph.

· Pre-pack labels in X44 can now be printed on Zebra printers.

Release 6F – Scheduled for March, 2001

· The Drug Look-up function will automatically display all equivalents to the entered drug.  This will allow the user to lookup medications by either brand or generic name.

· You will have the capability to assign a default SIG to any drug, so that it displays automatically whenever that drug is selected.  If anything other than the standard directions are needed, the default SIG can be modified.

· The Pharmacist initial screen (in X73) will be modified to allow for the re-use or re-assignment of index letters for new staff, without changing the initials linked to previous activity.

· There will be an option added to the X50 Report.  You will be able to view the report as well as print it.

· X53 allows you to print a prescription report, similar to X50, grouped by generic code.  An option will be added to print the report for a specific generic code.

· X74, the Edit Group function, will allow you to setup default fields.  These defaults will apply to any new group that is added to the system.  You will be able to apply these defaults to any, or all, of your current groups.

· In T1, you will be able to “mark” co-pay claims and queue them up as a batch.

· Scriptmaster will save the drug expiration date on the Rx record so that it will print from X4, option 5.

· The capability to discontinue a prescription from the patient profile screen (X6) will be added.

· The system will have the capability to flag drugs as formulary / non-formulary.  A warning message will display when non-formulary medications are selected.

· There will be a report added for usage evaluation by prescriber, based on formulary / non-formulary status.

· The interface with ScriptPro® will be enhanced to set a priority code in X2 and X3.

Release 7 – Scheduled for July, 2001

· Electronic ordering capability (EDI) will be available with Amerisource. (This capability may be available prior to Release 7.)

· X50, the Prescription Report, currently generates slowly.  The run time for this report will be reduced dramatically.

· X8, Delete Rx, will have an option to mark a prescription as “Returned to Stock” when it is kept as a Profile Only.

· The SIG code and description fields will be expanded, allowing for more text to be linked to a SIG code.

· Special Characters such as “@” and “&” will now be useable and printable in SIG’s.

· X6, Display Patient Profile, will allow the option to sort prescriptions by last fill date.

· The ability to transmit insurance claims via the internet, rather than a modem dial-up transmission, will be available.  Live Beta-site operation of this feature is currently underway in two pharmacies.  Claim transmission times of 3-6 seconds are being achieved, while pharmacy modem noise is being eliminated.

· A First Data Bank drug to food interaction module will be installed.

· An enhanced, more specific, drug / allergy module is also planned.
