PCC Data Entry

A new PCC form, IHS-865 (7/00) has been developed to capture Functional Assessment of Elder Patients.  New data is collected on this form and will need to be entered during the data entry process.  A new mnemonic has been created called ‘EL’.  When processing this new form the operator should enter EL at the mnemonic prompt and enter any data that has been documented by the provider.  Keep in mind that the fields are not required and every field may not have a value.  If the field was not filled in by the provider, simply press the enter key and bypass that prompt.

Sample data entry session:

After you have created the visit you may enter this mnemonic any time during the processing of the form.  Remember that all other data will be captured as you normally capture it.  At the mnemonic prompt, type EL.

HEALTH SUMMARY

Once Elder Care Functional Status information is captured into the PCC database, it can be displayed on the Health Summary.  Two new health summary components have been developed.  They are:

· Elder Care 1 – this component will display the last functional status entry made for the patient.

· Elder Care 2 – this component will display the last 2 functional status entries for the patient.

These components must be added to all appropriate health summary types in use at your facility.  It should be placed in the appropriate order on the health summary.  Instructions on how to modify a health summary type can be found in the Health Summary User Manual.  If you need further assistance you can contact your RPMS site manager.  If he/she needs assistance they will call the IHS Help Desk or their Area Office Support Personnel.

Once the component has been added to the Health Summary this is how it will look:

You will be given the opportunity to get a tally of patients only, or to get a tally and a list of the patients.

This report can be used as a PI audit to assess what percent of your elders are receiving functional assessment or to show service utilization patterns.

For example, one can determine how many or what percent an elder population have need for assistance in two or more ADLs.  ADL needs are often used to define the level of care required by an elder.  It can also be used (as below) to characterize the level of functional impairment of a population.
