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What is it?

Patient Chart is a graphical user interface (GUI) application designed to facilitate access to clinical information contained within RPMS.  Patient Chart provides a readily accessible and user-friendly alternative to the command based “roll and scroll” interface typical of most RPMS applications.  The Patient Chart GUI is an outstanding clinical tool in its own right, or can be a simple and effective first step toward a fully integrated and capable electronic medical record.  
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How does it work?

Patient Chart has two components, client and server software.  The client provides a graphical interface or “front-end” to the existing RPMS applications.  Each clinical user will need to have the client software loaded directly onto their desktop computer. Access to the tabs and various functions is controlled at each site through security keys.  

How do I get Patient Chart at my facility?

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Why use Patient Chart?

Graphical user interfaces are generally more familiar and acceptable to those users experienced with Windows and Mac applications.  Many I/T/U facilities and programs currently using RPMS will already have the software and desktop requirements necessary to run Patient Chart, and the intuitive graphical interface will help new providers user RPMS more efficiently and effectively.
With Patient Chart, a clinical user can display or print patient data from all of the major RPMS applications, without having to invoke each application separately.  The user sees data that reflects the current clinical applications running at a site (e.g., Lab package, Women’s Health, RCIS, Behavioral Health, etc.).  Particularly powerful features of Patient Chart include the ability for providers to directly and quickly add and modify entries to the problem list, and to display and graph measurements and lab results in a way that facilitates patient education.  Patient Chart also permits entry of consults and referrals directly into the Referred Care Information System (RCIS), as well as direct entry of laboratory orders.

Version 1.4 of Patient Chart features a new graphical interface to the IHS Behavioral Health System (BHS) application, a fully functional electronic record specific to the needs of mental health, alcohol/substance abuse, and social work providers and patients.  Users of the Behavioral Health component of Patient Chart can document an entire patient encounter through a combination of mouse clicks and keyboard entry.
