Here are some items that would be helpful: 

1. Ability to place offsite pathology results. This would allow us to relate biopsies from other sites to mammograms performed here or elsewhere. The breakout with comments allows for contract tracking (performance measure required of all contractors)

A. Table of Sites 

B. Table of Pathologists 

C. Common field with authors identifier – notes to one another as to where the plan is headed. Mailman messages would be nice, so I know to look in the package for the information.

2. When a procedure, mammogram/ultrasound is performed by another site – any subsequent path reports would be sent to them. 

A. Table of Sites 

B. Flag to identify those already printed 

C. Reprint by location/date range

3. Ability to link path report to imaging study(ies). Biopsy after mammo, MRI, ultrasound may need to be linked to same path report. 

A. Need table of corelates True Positive, True Negative, False Positive, False Negative 

B. Report on division or by radiologist, all or date range (MQSA measure) 

C. While evaluation may have many readers (mammo, us, mri) that should have separate statistics maintained by modality, the evaluation should have an overall corelate for the facility statistics.

4. Ability to print MQSA required letters for the patients based on evaluation thus far: 

A. Most letters witll be normal 

B. Recall, then compression, then recall US/MRI, then complete, is a possibility
