The Superdome evacuation process is proceeding by ground and water. Meals Ready to Eat (MREs) and water are en route to the Superdome. The Houston Astrodome is now full. Identified additional sites are Dallas, TX Reunion Center, Freeman Coliseum in San Antonio TX. The Ice Arena is being assessed as an alternate short-term facility for those still in the Superdome.

Hospital evacuation continues and has been hampered by security issues and fuel shortages. A major air lift out of the airport facility began at 8:00 a.m. Evacuees will depart New Orleans Superdome by bus, and be flown at a rate of 4-5 planes per hour from New Orleans Airport to Lackland Air Force Base, TX for reception and housing at Kelly AFB.

8 DMATs and 5 strike teams are engaged.

1 DPMU with 1 DMORT is in operation in Baton Rouge. The Carville Louisiana Medical Treatment Facility has been designated as the major DMORT facility.

Mississippi 

The SNS pushpack has arrived at the RSS in Magee, MS.  HHS is releasing general medical supplies and pharmaceuticals from the pushpack to the State.

12 DMATs, 1 NMRT, and 5 strike teams are engaged.

1 DPMU with 1 DMORT will set up at a MS Air NG base.

Medical personnel and Environmental Health Officers have arrived in Mississippi and are en route to Jackson.  They will be housed at the Stennis Space Center (NASA Site) Base camp.  Epidemiology teams will likely be deployed to Stennis tomorrow.

	CURRENT CONTINUED: 2SEP05 Nashville Area Activity Report from CAPT Kevin Molloy:

Sent 10 generators to Mississippi Band of Choctaw along with a satellite phone.  They arrived last night.

50 cots were driven to AL yesterday.  These are being combined with cots we sent down last year in response to Hurricane Ivan.  Poarch Band of Creek Indians (PBCI) will take them to Chitimacha for shelter.  PBCI has really stepped forward and is providing special foods for diabetics as well as some other items requested by the Chitimacha Tribe.  PBCI is transporting everything to Chitimacha via their emergency response trailers.

Tunica Biloxi had 400 people in their shelter as of this morning - Red Cross is providing food for this shelter.  The tribe is providing clothing and other supplies to residents.

Nashville Area will be sending a senior Environmental Health Officer to "circuit ride" the southern Tribes to look at shelter and community related environmental health issues.

Multiple COs have deployed out of the Nashville Area Office (national response).

The tempo of Tribal activities with the response and recovery effort seems to be increasing.
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
