HHS Secretary Leavitt, traveled to Texas today to tour relief efforts.

A state
priority has been decompression of hospitals by staff augmentation
and discharge or transfer of patients.

Louisiana is focused on rebuilding existing medical facilities. Public
health assessment teams are assessing hospitals and shelters.
