1. The issues discussed at the September 22nd conference call: 

i. Introduction
a) All introduced themselves.
b) Cindy gave a general introduction about how this design was comparable to the HIV and Diabetes structure.  We will need everyone’s input and recommendations.  As mentioned before we will be focusing on the Cervical Health items/issues and this will be a Roll and Scroll setup and not GUI for this version.
ii. Overview of Screen Layout – Highlights
a) We will need the work group’s SCREEN IDEAS, so we can understand if a screen works well.  
b) Women’s Health Supplement needs work group comments and discussion to develop.

c) Are the Procedures located in the appropriate categories?  

d) Should the GYN be added to the name of “Cervical Health” so this category could be more inclusive?
e) We are recommending that the Accession Number be removed.  Are there any reasons that this number should remain?

f) On Page 9, in the Browse A Procedure screen, the listing should be most recent procedure listed first.

g) The Results cases for each Procedure need in-depth review.  
h) The use of synonyms in the application should be reviewed.
i) We are looking for comments regarding wording in the Follow-Up Recommendations screen.  One topic of discussion is needed regarding “postpartum” follow-up, how to enter the appropriate data.  Cindy to follow up with Peggy.

j) Regarding the follow-up recommendation questions, it is critical for these questions of time interval & time duration to be asked because we want to create a dynamic reminder system.  Using this data we should be able to search on and generate reminders.

k) Margaret D. brought up the situation of “clinic has no openings, then what?”  This would not be part of WH, but we could come up with a recommendation/business rule.
l) Under TYPE OF NOTIFICATION, we will add “Certified Letter”

m) Regarding REMINDERS, until ICARE is developed, we should only see Women’s Health Reminders.

n) Women’s Profile needs work group comments and discussion to develop.  Should not be like the Health Summary.  Streamlined.

o) We will need help with the Provider Guidelines.  They will be in a “roll and scroll” format.  The guidelines are meant to give quick advice with web link addresses.  Please provide any re-wording.
p) We will not be updating the Reports Section of WH for this version.  Please let us know if you disagree with this decision.
iii. Comments

a) A majority liked the direction WH is taking.  One express that the “inter-connectivity” to other RPMS applications is a plus.  As to the programmable aspect, we hope to meet with Phil during mid-October to discuss the structure and the determination of how to populate the files.
