1. The issues discussed at the September 28th conference call: 

i. Direction
· Version 3.0 is defined as a redesign, not a ‘band-aid’.

ii. Issue #1 Discussed:  Who should be on the WH Register?
· Currently all females in a user-defined age limit are required to be on the WH Register so as to track WH procedures (e.g., PAP Smears, Mammograms, etc.).  The new idea is that only female patients with abnormalities should be on the WH Register to better follow their treatment.  To follow the WH application should allow for quick and easy entry/batch entry of the usual high percentage of normal Paps and Mams.  This would allow the normals to be part of WH tracking.
· An example given: 400-500/month normal Paps which could not be entered due to the time-consuming entry of a Pap.  This action needs to be quick and easy.
· To follow up this design aspect with P. Salmon (developer).
iii.  Issue #2 Discussed:  PAP Regimen re-design

· Propose a plan on for the NEXT STEP or “Next Treatment Due”
· To design on a long term regimen, like a “PAP every 6 months for 3 years”, real life details can get in the way of this 3 year plan.  If we only projected the Next step in the treatment plan it could keep the patient/doctor on track.
· All were in agreement.
iv. Issue #2 Discussed:  National Reminders
· It is hoped that national reminders would also be available for Paps and Mams to WH users.  

v. Issue #3 Discussed:  If you send a letter, do you track if received?

· It was decided that WH application would only track what was sent and when it was sent.

vi. Issue #4 Discussed:  Accession numbers do we really need?

· It was decided that these accession numbers were not needed by the user and could be hidden if required by programming.

· The user would select a procedure on the basis of procedure type and date.

vii.   Issue #5 Discussed: Patient HIV Status

· It was concluded that the giving of this information would be from the HIV application.

· A site parameter would be defined as to whether this information would be accessible through WH.  The site would enable or disable.

· This option would actually be in a future version of WH since the HIV application has not yet been deployed.

viii. Issue #6 Discussed: Behavioral Health data
· This information would not “live” in WH.

· For a provider to have access to this type of data, they would link to BH.

· Would some of these data points be on a Health Summary or WH Supplement?
