	SITUATION DATA: There were slight changes to today's staffing numbers from Office of Force Readiness and Deployment (OFRD). 

Approximately 300 IHS Commissioned Officers have been identified to be on the OFRD Deployment Team; 256 Officers have Deployment Assignments, 168 Officers have been deployed to the field.

Expect some small daily fluctuations in the Staffing numbers, as there will be a small number of Officers returning home.  
	OUTLOOK DATA: Early Friday, Hurricane Ophelia's the pressure has lowered and thunderstorms are flaring up strongly near the center. Tops winds are 65 mph and Ophelia is currently a tropical storm after a brief stint late Thursday as a hurricane. Ophelia could regain hurricane strength by Friday evening. Dealing with very weak steering currents aloft during the past several days, Ophelia remained nearly stationary off of Florida's east coast.
	ACTION DATA: CAPT Molloy reports that the Tribes and the Nashville Area Emergency Team have started to assess the impact of mold in living areas in the coming weeks in Mississippi and Louisiana.

There were no significant medical operation updates reported today.

IHS and the Areas will wrap up the collection of the inventory numbers of the available Federal Civil Service personnel from within IHS to assist with staffing deployment preplans at HHS.   
	SAFETY DATA: For all workers that may be exposed to mold and fungi:

■ Avoid breathing dust (fungal spores) generated by wet building materials, crops, and other materials.

	STATISTICS DATA: Elsewhere in the Atlantic after its passage south of Bermuda, now Tropical Storm Nate has quickly weakening over the central Atlantic. Weather has improved quite nicely over Bermuda as compared to Thursday. Nate's transition to extratropical status will occur during the next 24 to 48 hours as it rapidly darts to the east-northeast at 20 to 25 mph. Farther downstream, Tropical Storm Maria is still holding onto some semblance of a tropical nature (warm core) but will shortly transition to a large and powerful mid-latitude (extratropical) cyclone heading towards Iceland.
