Items Discussed: 

Office of Engineering Services Assist~~ce: CAPT 
Radtke suggested the Committee members to review 
this section, and forward any comments to CAPT 
Wilcox for the final draft. 

Feasibility Studies for Planning Healt.h 
Facilities: Committee members commented on the 
technical content of this section. Additional 
comments should be forwarded in writing to CAPT 
Harper, within ten days after this meeting. CAPT 
Harper will make the necessary corrections and a 
revised copy will be mailed out for discussions 
approval at the next meeting. 

Isolation Roams: CAPT Byrns discussed the three 
design criteria requirements to be considered for 
the Isolation Room: 

a. To increase the minimum of 6 supply Air 
Changes per Hour (ACH) to 10 ACH. CAPT Byrns 
found out that there are no set guideline on 
the number of ACH, and recommended not to 
adopt this design criteria. Committee 
members unanimously agreed to retain the 
existing criteria. 

b. To require an exhaust system that operates 
continuously, with the exhaust fan located 
outdoors (no pressurized ductwork indoors) 
and then discharges at least 25 feet from any 
pedestrian way, openable window,or fresh-air 
intake. Motion by CAPT Byrns to adopt this 
design criteria, and seconded by CAPT 
Brumbaugh. Discussions followed and it was 
felt that the design criteria in the 
Guidelines for Construction and Equipment of 
Hospital and Medical Facilities was adequate. 
Motion was retracted by CAPT Byrns. 

c. To place AIDS patients 'in a positively 
pressurized Protective Isolation Room should 
be followed. Motion was made by I:APT Byrns 
to eliminate the requirements for a 
Protective Isolation Room, and seconded by 
CAPT Radtke. Discussions followed and the 
Committee members' decision was to eliminate 
the criteria for this room in the IHS 



Planning Manual. CAPT Brumbaugh supported 
this decision and that the facility's need 
for this type of room will be determined by 
the Medical Committee on a case by case 
basis. 

Other Issues: 

CAPT Harper inquired the status of the Alternate 
Power Technical Handbook. CAPT Radtke indicated 
that there are corrections to be made before 
issuing the technical handbook. A revised copy 
will be forwarded to Committee members for final 
approval.
