
Open Door Forum on Health Initiatives 
 
On July 26, 2007, please join the Indian Health Service (IHS) for our fourth quarterly teleconference Open Door  
Forum.  IHS Director, Dr. Charles Grim, will provide a brief national overview of the Director’s Initiatives to date.  
This Forum will highlight Health Promotion/Disease Prevention activities from the Warm Springs Service Unit and the 
Confederated Tribes of Warm Springs; Cherokee Nation, Indian Health Care Resource Center in Tulsa,  
Oklahoma, community champion forum in the Bemidji Area; and a new project called Across the Lifespan: American 
Indian Physical Activity that will focus on tribal youth efforts.  
 
These quarterly Open Door Forums will provide opportunities for direct communication on topics of critical  
importance for all Indian Health system staff.  We will use the Forum calls to share the latest information about the   
Director’s Initiatives, to describe information about the excellent integration work being done in all of the IHS Areas, 
and to answer your questions.  Together we will explore how the Director’s three Health Initiatives must work  
together to improve the health of American Indian and Alaska Native people.
