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Preface 

This Installation Guide is designed to help prepare your site for the installation and 
implementation of Clinical Reminders (PXRM) V. 2.0. It includes detailed 
information such as system requirements and procedures that will get you up and 
running quickly with PXRM V. 2.0. 

Because of the many errors that will result during this conversion, the EHR should be 
off-line or clinical reminders turned OFF until the build is completed. 

We have developed this guide for the following individuals who are responsible for 
installing, supporting, maintaining, and testing this package: 

• Information Resources Management (IRM) 

• Clinical Application Coordinator (CAC) 

• Software Quality Assurance (SQA) 

Note: It is strongly recommended that this entire manual is 
reviewed before installing and setting up the Clinical 
Reminders V. 2.0 software application. 

 

Note: Immediately following the installation of Clinical 
Reminders V. 2.0, Reminders Patch 1001 needs to be 
installed. This mega-patch includes the first 11 VA patches 
to Clinical Reminders V. 2.0 and the Indian Health Service 
modification. If Reminders V. 2.0 Patch 1001 is not 
immediately installed, clinical reminders will create a large 
number of errors.

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1.2 Suggested Time to Install 
IMPORTANT: Install during off hours or at night. During the 

install process Clinical Reminders users should not 
be accessing the Clinical Reminders software.

Immediately following the installation of Clinical Reminders V. 2.0, the 
pxrm0200.1001k build needs to be installed. This will install the first 11 patches to 
this application plus return the Indian Health service modification to this application. 
Clinical Reminders will not run correctly unless this patch is installed.

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3.0 Before You Begin: Installation Issues 

3.1 Computed Finding Logic 

3.1.1 Computed Findings Review 
Locally created computed findings may need to be updated. 

For a Computed Finding in CRv1.5 to work in CRv2.0, if a computed reminder 
returns a TRUE, it must also return a date. Any sites experiencing computed finding 
errors with CRv1.5, should identify and fix the problems prior to installing CRv2.0 
into production. 

3.2 Index Population 
Before installing Clinical Reminders V. 2.0, make sure that the index global utility 
has completed its historical seeding of all the indexes included in PXRM*1.5*1009. 
Refer to Clinical Index Setup, pxrm0150.1009o.pdf for indexing instructions 

Note: If you have a legacy system, it is not necessary to do this 
historical seeding/index build for the legacy system. 

When PXRM*1.5*1009 is installed, it creates a new option, PXRM INDEX 
MANAGEMENT, which is a menu containing PXRM INDEX BUILD and PXRM 
INDEX COUNT. Use the option PXRM INDEX BUILD to start the indexing or to 
rebuild any part of the index. 

The index building utility serves two purposes: 

1. It initially populates the indexes by indexing the existing data. It works its way 
through the entire global, putting entries in the index for each piece of unique 
patient data it finds. 

2. If the index ever gets corrupted or destroyed, the utility can be used to rebuild the 
index. Therefore, there is no need to journal the index since it can be recreated 
from the currently stored data at any time. 

When the index utility finishes indexing a particular global, it sets the following three 
nodes: 

^PXRMINDX(FILE NUMBER,”GLOBAL NAME”)=$$GET1^DID(FILE NUMBER,””,””,”GLOBAL 
NAME”) 
^PXRMINDX(FILE NUMBER,”BUILT BY”)=DUZ 
^PXRMINDX(FILE NUMBER,”DATE BUILT”)=$$NOW^XLFDT 
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In addition to providing information about who built the index and when it got 
populated, these nodes can be used to determine when the index is complete and 
ready for use. 

3.3 Files 
The following files will be overwritten or added. The data dictionaries will also be 
overwritten. The IHS mods will all be removed until Patch 1001 is installed. 

As a result, you will NOT be able to use clinical reminders until Patch 1001 is 
installed.

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4.0 Installation Instructions 

4.1 Remove All Items from Reminder Exchange 
Delete any items in reminder exchange. The install will be cleaner if this file is 
empty.

4.2 Turn off Clinical Reminders 
Reminders should NOT be running during this conversion. Also, make sure that the 
ICare nightly task job which runs reminders is not running during the time these 
patches are installed. 

In the RPMS-EHR Manager Menu, select PAR-Reminder Parameters.

4.3 Load the KIDS Distribution File 
Perform the steps listed below to load the KIDS Distribution file. 

1. Sign in to the UCI where the KIDS Distribution file will be loaded and Clinical 
Reminders V. 2.0 will be installed. 

2. At “Select OPTION NAME:” prompt, type XPD MAIN, and then press Enter. 

3. At Select Kernel Installation & Distribution System Option:, type 
INSTALLation, and then press Enter. 

4. At “Select Installation Option:” prompt, type Load a Distribution, and then press 
Enter to prepare for loading the KIDS Distribution file. 

5. At “Enter a Host File:” prompt, type the directory where you have stored the Host 
File, followed by pxrm0200.k. 
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6. At “Want to Continue with Load YES//?” prompt, press Enter. The system then 
loads the file from this location. 

7. At “Environment Check Routine” prompt, accept the default of YES. 

8. At “Legacy system” prompt, accept the default of NO, unless you’re installing on 
a legacy system and don’t need to have the Reminder global indexes populated. 

4.4 Environment Check 
This build has an environmental check routine that checks to see if the Index Global 
was installed and built. If the indexes are not built, you cannot load Clinical 
Reminders V. 2.0. 

4.5 Install Clinical Reminders V. 2.0 
Now you are ready to install Clinical Reminders V. 2.0 on to the RPMS Server. 
Suggested time to install is during non-peak requirement hours. During the install 
process, Clinical Reminders users should not be accessing the software. 

• Request that all Clinical Reminders users log off CPRS. 

• Review mapped sets for PXRM* namespaces. 

• If the routines are mapped, remove them from the mapped set at this time. 

• Verify checksums in the transport global. 

• Back up your system. This step is optional, but recommended. 

• At Select INSTALL NAME:, type CLINICAL REMINDERS 2.0, and then press 
Enter to install the combined build. This Build provides all of the routines and 
files necessary for CLINICAL REMINDERS V. 2.0. 

• At Want KIDS to Rebuild Menu Trees Upon Completion of Install? YES//, type 
YES, and then press Enter. 

• At Want KIDS to INHIBIT LOGONs during the install? YES//, type NO, and 
then press Enter. 

See the sample install listed below. 

The installation will remove all data dictionaries and replace them. 

The post-init routine will loop through all entries in: 

• Reminder definition 

• Reminder taxonomy 

• Reminder term 
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• Reminder exchange 
It will change over any items to the new version 2.0 format. If it cannot, a mail 
message will be sent. 

4.6 Install Patch 1001 
Immediately after installing Clinical Reminders V. 2.0, install pxrm0200.1001k. This 
build will install the first 11 patches for reminders and all the IHS modifications. 

See the sample install listed below. 

Perform the steps listed below to load the KIDS Distribution file. 

1. Sign in to the UCI where the KIDS Distribution file will be loaded and Clinical 
Reminders V. 2.0 is installed. 

2. At Select OPTION NAME:, type XPD MAIN, and then press Enter. 

3. At Select Kernel Installation & Distribution System Option:, type 
INSTALLation, and then press Enter. 

4. At Select Installation Option:, type Load a Distribution, and then press Enter to 
prepare for loading the KIDS Distribution file. 

5. At Enter a Host File:, type the directory where you have stored the Host File, 
followed by pxrm0200_1001k. 

6. At “Want to Continue with Load YES//?”, press Enter. The system then loads the 
file from this location. 

7. At the Environment Check Routine prompt, accept the default of YES. 

4.6.1 Environment Checker 
Each patch has its own environment checker. For Patch 9, which involves 
taxonomies, you need to make sure that several files are up to date and that the 
current version field is entered in the package file.

4.6.2 Overwrite Files 
The patches will ask you about overwriting many files. Say YES to all file overwrite 
questions. The RPMS modifications will be reinstalled at the end. See the Sample 
Install listed below. 

4.6.3 Mail Groups 
You will be asked to enter a name for mail groups that RPMS does not use. You may 
enter yourself or the CAC at your site. 

4.6.4 Errors 
During the install of Patch 1001, you may see a few error messages regarding VA 
national reminders. Since we are not installing these reminders into RPMS, the errors 
are normal when the init routine tries to find them in the file.

6.1 Review MailMan Messages 
The installation generates MailMan messages that will be sent to members of the 
Clinical Reminders mail group defined in file #800. The mail group should already be 
set up at all the sites. 

One message flags all reminders using the old-style MRD. MRD is obsolete and will 
be removed in a subsequent patch, so reminders using the old-style MRD should be 
changed to use the new function finding. 

The other messages are related to code set versioning. Their purpose is to inform you 
of inactive codes in reminder dialogs and in taxonomy-selectable diagnosis and 
procedures. These code set messages will normally be triggered by the installation of 
a new code set; that is why the header for the message reads as it does. The messages 
are being triggered as part of V2.0 so that you can get a head start in cleaning up 
dialogs and taxonomy selectable codes. 

6.2 Test Reminders
