Tip #1: If you are converting a simple narrative
to SNOMED, use Get SCT from Main IPL display.

Tip #2: If you are converting a narrative that you
know requires added provider text or entering info
into “comments”, then use Edit then Get SCT.

* You will be returned to the Edit problem dialog
and you can add relevant provider text.

IPL Tips — Converting ICD Problems

Tip #3: You can use Pick List from the Edit dialog
when converting problems.
e From IPL Main screen — highlight and click Edit

* From Edit Problem — you may select one term for
the problem



IPL Tips — Adding Problems

Tip #4: If you use pick list to select problem,
your CAC can default the status.

* From IPL Main screen —you may select one or
more NEW terms and when you save your
selections you may add any info and/or click POV

box

e From Add/Edit Problem — you may select one
term for the problem



IPL Tips — How Specific Should | Be?

Tip #5: Select the level of specificity that best allows you to
manage the problem.
e Focus on describing problem

e The problem will not be edited/changed often, only when the
problem has evolved or the diagnosis has been refined but
would not be every visit

IPL Tips — How Specific Should | Be?

Chronic problems
e SNOMED and provider text will not change frequently

 May be a little bit more generic with or without
provider text clarification (seen right of “|”)

Diabetes type 2 with renal manifestations
Hypertension

Osteoarthritis of knee| left

Moderate persistent asthma

Endometriosis | bowels, peritoneum, ovaries

IPL Tips — How Specific Should | Be?

Subacute problems

 Working diaghoses many be more generic
 Fatigue
e Breast Mass| left upper outer quadrant

e Joint pain| knees, proximal interphalangeal joints
bilaterally

e Short term issues requiring follow up may be quite
specific
e Lyme arthritis
e Closed bimalleolar fracture| left, fall off bike at home

IPL Optional Info
— Don’t Get Lost in the Weeds!

Tip #6 — Focus on selecting appropriate SNOMED
CT® for problem, setting status and adding provider
text if needed to clarify problem.

e The IPL allows for optional documentation of
information.

e Do not feel compelled to populate it just because it
is there.

e May be used to clarify problem when it is
appropriate but use judiciously.

e Example: For a problem of Multiple Sclerosis a
user may enter “relapsing course, remitting”

Documentation Tips for POVs

1. Convert problems, do not just add new SNOMED and
leave old ICD entry
2. Select POVs from existing problems when possible
e Thisis particularly important for nursing and pharmacy
visits
3. Leverage POV selection tool
e Select 1 or more problems at once

e Provider text here is to specific to encounter (V POV) and
is not stored back to problem

e Thisis particularly helpful for follow up visits and chronic
problems

4. If you are entering or editing a problem you have the
option to click POV at that time



POV Selection Tool — A Key Tool

e If a user enters “Provider Text” from POV
selection tool, this stores only to the POV file
as part of the Provider Narrative for this
encounter.

e Paints a clinical picture for continuity of care

 Easy way to add encounter context to existing
problem for POV

 Provides coders with required documentation

POV Selection Tool 2

e The POV selection tool brings up the problems highlighted.

 The provider text will default to the existing text in the
Problem.

e |f the user wishes to change the text for the current
encounter, right click over the Prov. Text field and click
Replace... (or add if it is blank).

Additional Prompts on POV

e Asthma control

 Available when a problem of Asthma (one of a subset of
terms) is added/edited and “use as POV” is checked

e Should be done each asthma visit
e May use Reminder Dialog instead (might be easier)

 Plans to make this prompt available on POV dialog in
EHRp15

Example: “?pelvic pain”.

Remember initial search is in IHS SNOMED
Broader search > click ALL SNOMED

Retrieve nothing?
e Check spelling
e Use fewer words in search terms

Return too much?

e Add words to search terms
e Try Synonym search

e Use subset filters

e Add max results

e Sort alphabetically

canned text until EHRp14 and only for Visit
Instructions
