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LOINC Standards: 
LOINC document naming nomenclature contains five axes:    
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• Subject Matter Domain – Characterizes the subject matter of a 
note. 

• Role - Characterizes the training or professional level of the author 
of the document, but does not breakdown to specialty or 
subspecialty. 

• Setting – Characterizes the general setting of the health care being 
provided.  Setting is not equivalent to location, which typically has 
more locally defined meanings.  

• Service - Characterizes the kind of service or activity that was 
provided to/for the patient as described in the note. Common 
subclasses of service would be examinations, evaluations, and 
management. 

• Document Type - Characterizes the general structure of the 
document at a macro level.
