Notes about the “LS” Scoring Sheets for 2009

Each of the scoring sheets that is included provides a summary of each of the required “Elements of Performance” for Life Safety.  The Scoring Category column indicates whether the element of performance is scored as an “A” (full compliance or non-compliance) or a “C” (three or more non-compliance occurrences results in a report finding) item.  Whenever a “D” appears in the Documents Required column, documentation must be maintained and provided when requested to the survey team.  The Score Rule column indicates which of the four scoring decisions apply: 1 – Immediate Threat to Health and Safety; 2 – Situational Decision Rule; 3 – Direct Impact Requirement, and; 4- Indirect Impact requirement.
