1. YRTC Updates:

a. Yuki Trails Transitional Living Center (YTTLC): The Round Valley Indian Health Center, Inc. (RVIHC) had a visit from the Department of Social Services Community Care Licensing Division (CCLD) on April 9, 2007. The CCLD extended their license and stated the facility would not go over seven for the first year until December 2007. Currently the Rate Classification Level (RCL) is 9 with plans to move up to an RCL 10 and increase beds to 10 in December 2007. There are seven beds available and they accept child welfare, probation, and private placements.
b. Willow Lodge: The Hoopa Valley Tribal Council (HVTC) Division of Human Services is working towards state licensure. James Ward is working with the Willow Lodge to develop their state license materials. There will be two staff attending initial group home administrator certification training in May 2007. They have a five bed group home. David Sprenger and Rose Clark conducted an on-site visit on April 4, 2007 and will provide a site review letter to the program. 
c. Ah-No-Ven Home: The United American Indian Involvement, Inc. Ah-No-Ven Home continues to look for a program director who is an LCSW for 24-30 hours per week. They are also recruiting for a full-time master’s level therapist to assist with therapy, crisis intervention, and case conferences for 3 days at the group home and two days at their outpatient program. Currently there are three (3) beds available in their 6 bed facility. The Ah-No-Ven Home is working on two proposals for funding to support the group home services.
2. YRTC Development: Tribal leaders will receive a letter from Ms. Kerrigan, Director, to provide information on the progress of federal YRTC development.
3. Website: The revision of the risk pool referral form was discussed. Task Force members should provide Rose Clark with any recommendations. The Task Force received the risk pool referral list and was asked to inform Rose Clark of other programs they would like to add. Rose Clark will contact National YRTCs to find out which programs will accept California youth so that they can be added to the risk pool referral list. The Task Force was also asked to review the Task Force list and make any corrections to their names or titles and submit to Rose Clark.
4. Cases for Review: Millie Grant may need to place two youth in residential treatment from Trinity County who are involved in Wellness Court. She will submit risk pool referrals to Rose Clark if residential treatment is needed. 
5. New Issues: Rose Clark will contact Angie Pool from the Wemble House to find out if the program is funded by Indian Health Service and provided at no cost. There will be a methamphetamine training at the Area Office on May 10, 2007 provided by United American Indian Involvement, Inc. CEUs will be provided for substance abuse counselors, psychologists, social workers, MFTs, nurses, and physicians. The IHS/SAMHSA Behavioral Health Conference will be held in Albuquerque, New Mexico the week of June 11, 2007. Discussion took place regarding issues that the Task Force may want to address such as methamphetamine. How do we implement methamphetamine training in our community? IHS Headquarters has been asking what communities are doing at the local level and how they are working with local agencies such as child welfare. In Hoopa there is a group that meets monthly called Hoopa Citizens on Patrol (HCOP). Hoopa also has problems with the abuse of prescription drugs like other parts of the State. There is a need for a coordinated effort between agencies at the local level and the community needs to have the voice in developing its own programs. There was discussion about inviting people from different agencies on the conference call to provide information on various topics. Yuki Trails will have a basketball tournament to benefit the WOLF Project.
