Agenda:

1. YRTC Updates:

a. Willow Lodge: The Hoopa Valley Tribal Council’s Willow Lodge completed the California Department of social Services, Community Care Licensing Division (CCLD) orientation and administrator certification trainings. They also completed draft policy material for their state license. James Ward is currently reviewing Title 22 of the California Code of Regulations to ensure that all of the policies comply with the current state standards. James Ward is working with the Willow Lodge to complete all application forms. Millie Grant is managing the tribal resolution and tribal support documents required for the state license application. CAIHS held a site visit and developed a corrective action plan (CAP) and the Willow Lodge is working to make improvements (such as obtaining a state license) in accordance with the CAP. The Willow Lodge visited the Ah-No-Ven Home in West Covina, California to observe the program. They currently have one (1) client in their care.
b. Ah-No-Ven Home: The United American Indian Involvement’s Ah-No-Ven Home hired Andrea Martell to manage the group home. She passed her group home administrator certification test. The Department of Children and Family Services (DCFS) recently conducted an audit of the Ah-No-Ven Home. However, because they didn’t have any DCFS clients, DCFS only reviewed personnel records. On June 19, 2007 the California Department of Alcohol and Drug Program inspected the home for state certification. The only item that was missing for the state certification was personnel policies. The Ah-No-Ven Home is placing a copy at the group home site to satisfy the requirement. The Ah-No-Ven Home needs to complete its foster rate reports by month for the last three (3) years. James Ward will meet with them in the next week or two to complete the reports. They currently have four (4) youth in their care.
c. Yuki Trails Transitional Living Center (YTTLC): The Round Valley Indian Health Center, Inc. (RVIHC) did not have any representatives at the meeting to report on the YTTLC.
2. Youth Regional Treatment Center Report: The Wemble House charges $159.00 per day for treatment services. Riverside-San Bernardino County Indian Health will visit Cinnamon Hills and Red Rock in Utah to evaluate the programs. John Sheehan will submit a written report to the YRTCN. Sheilamarie Racicot will talk with the behavioral health hospital in Carmel Mountain (San Diego) and James will talk with API in San Diego to discuss making exclusive arrangements to place youth in those programs. Last year, the YRTCN placed 30-40 kids in substance abuse treatment. According to Rose Clark, we need to identify a treatment program that provides substance abuse treatment services to teens with children. James Ward will search the ADP website for program ideas. Tarzana agreed to charge the YRTCN $153.00 per day for youth substance abuse treatment services. 
3. YRTC Development: The CAIHS has sent letters to the tribes and requested tribal resolutions to identify whether the YRTC funding will be kept as proposed (two separate sites) or combined to purchase the Trinity site. At this time, 20 out of 107 tribes in California have responded.
4. Report of YRTC Budget Expenditures: Approximately $330,000 remains in the YRTCN risk pool as of the date of this meeting. Rose Clark needs to get all invoices turned into her immediately so that she can get them entered into the CAIHS system by the end of this month.
5. Cases for Review: John Sheehan has one (1) adolescent female that needs to be placed in AOD treatment. John is planning to send her to the Wemble House. John will follow-up with Rose Clark later.
6. New Issues: Methamphetamine tool kits are available from the National Congress of American Indians (NCAI). They plan to make the kits available on the NCAI website. Rose Clark made modifications to the YRTCN risk pool referral form. The form is available on the CAIHS website and can be filled out on the computer, printed and faxed, or emailed to Rose Clark to request risk pool funding.
