1. New Sunrise Regional Treatment Center: Representatives from the New Sunrise Regional Treatment Center participated on the YRTCN conference call to give a brief presentation about the program. New Sunrise is 50 miles west of Albuquerque, New Mexico. The program serves adolescents ages 13 – 18 years old and has 24 beds (16 male and 8 female) and provides individualized treatment services for 90 days. The program is licensed by the State of New Mexico and is CARF accredited. The program provides services for dual diagnosed youth (i.e., psychiatric nursing, medication management, mental health), as well as other services such as 12-step, on-site education, and cultural and spiritual activities. Mental health is provided by a licensed clinical psychologist, marriage and family therapist, and a visiting psychiatrist 3 times a month. A psychiatrist from the University of New Mexico provides telepsychiatry services to the program on Tuesdays. There are approximately 50 staff members. The program is not a lock down facility. It will not accept patients who are suicidal, homicidal, actively psychotic, refuse treatment, a significant run away risk, developmentally or cognitively impaired, or violent. New Sunrise is located adjacent to the Acoma-Canoncito-Laguna (ACL) Hospital in Acomita. The hospital provides general medical, pediatric, and obstetric inpatient care with 25 beds. The hospital offers a full range of outpatient and dental services as well as several specialty clinics, utilizing a combination of direct and contract services. 2. YRTC Updates:

a. Yuki Trails Transitional Living Center (YTTLC): No one from the Yuki Trails Transitional Living Center was present to provide a report.
b. Willow Lodge: The Hoopa Valley Tribal Council (HVTC) Division of Human Services continues to work towards state licensure. They have completed all necessary background investigations. They have a teleconference weekly with James Ward to complete licensing application. There are 29 chapters in the Polices and Procedures and Willow Lodge has completed eleven of them. James Ward is working with them on an intake packet. They currently have three beds open. 
c. Ah-No-Ven Home: No one from the United American Indian Involvement, Inc. Ah-No-Ven Home was present to provide a report.
3. YRTC Development: Ms. Kerrigan, Director, sent a letter to tribal leaders requesting tribal resolutions to confirm agreement with the actions taken at the Indian Health Service Annual Tribal Leaders’ Consultation Conference held on March 20 – 22, 2007. The tribal resolutions are due by July 1, 2007. The tribal leader’s letter and attachments can be downloaded from the California Area IHS website.
4. YRTC Budget Expenditure: There are approximately 740,000 remaining in risk pool funds. Invoices and risk pool referrals continue to come in weekly for youth residential treatment.
